At the end of November 1984 there were 12.8 million persons registered as 
unemployed at public employment offices in the Community of the Nine, 
equivalent to 11.4X of the civilian working population. 

The above figures and the seasonally-adjusted values for the Community of 
the Nine were the same as in the previous month. In the Netherlands, the 
Federal Republic of Germany and probably in Denmark, the downward trend 
in these figures already apparent over the previous few months continued. 
In the United Kingdom, the seasonally-adjusted unemployment figures 
stayed more or less the same, but there was an increase in France and 
Ireland. 

With the onset of winter there ·are now almost 580 000 more persons 
unemployed in the Community of the Nine than at the end of November 1983. 
This represents an increase of 4.7X. Over the past year unemployment rose 
by roughly that percentage in the United Kingdom, compared with increases 
of 6.6X in Italy, 8.5X in Ireland and as much as 13.6X in France. In 
contrast, unemployment in Denmark and in the Netherlands over the same 
period dropped by 8.2X and 4. 7X respectively, while the figures for 
Belgium remained more or less the same and there were slight decreases in 
Luxembourg and the Federal Republic of Germany. 

The relatively large rise in the number of registered unemployed in 
Greece is primarily due to seasonal factors. In addition, the number of 
registered unemployed does not reflect the true level of unemployment in 
Greece, which has a different registration system and a differing employ­
ment structure from other Member States.

Explanatory notes 

This bulletin is based on national data of numbers of persons registered at public employment ofriC6s. The 
data given are standardized to the greatest extent possible at the present time and may differ in some cases from 
those normally used by the individual countries. Differing national legislation and administrative procedures in the 
Member States prevent the establishment of fully comparable figures of unemployment. The data should be used 
only for the analysis of trends and are not suitable for inter-country comparisons of absolute levels of unemploy­
ment. 

In principle, the definition of registered unemployed adopted by Eurostat in agreement with government experts is: 
persons without 11 job, seeking an employment as employee and immediately svsilllble for work. This 
definition applies to most Member States. Excluded are workers on short time for economic or meteorological 
reasons.

Unemployed persons registered at public employment offices and seeking an employment 
of at least 20 hours per week; series furnished by the Bundesanstalt fiir Arbeit. 

Unemployed persons registered at the Agence de I'Emploi and seeking permanent full-time 
employment ( Demandeurs de categorie 1 ). Series furnished by the Ministere des Affaires 
Sociales et de Ia So/idarittJ Nationale. 

Unemployed persons registered in classes I and II of the Liste di Collocamento of the 
Ministero del Lavoro e della Previdenza Sociale. Housewives seeking a first employment 
and persons supported in full or in part by the Cassa lntegrazione Guadagni are excluded. 

Persons registered at the employment offices and seeking an employment of more than 20 
hours per week (werklozen); series furnished by the Ministerie van Sociale Zaken. 

All persons in the following categories registered at employment offices: wholly unem­
ployed persons in receipt of benefits, other unemployed persons compulsorily registered 
and unoccupied persons voluntarily registered. Series furnished by the Office National de 
I'Emploi. 

Unemployed persons registered with the employment offices and seeking an employment 
of 20 or more hours per week; series furnished by the Administration de I'Emploi. 

Persons seeking full-time work and claiming unemployment benefit because they are out 
of work; series furnished by the Department of Employment. 

Claimants for unemployment benefit, applicants for unemployment assistance and others 
seeking work who are registered with the employment services of the Department of 
Social Welfare. Excluded are persons seeking part-time employment; series furnished by 
the Central Statistics Office. 

Persons seeking full-time . or part-time employment, whether or not members of an 
unemployment insurance fund; series furnished by Danmarks Statistik. 

Persons registered with the employment offices (OAED); series furnished by the Ministry of 
Labour. 

The unemployment rate is calculated as the proportion of registered unemployed among the civilian working 
population; the latter comprises civilian employment (i.e. excluding the armed forces) and the unemployed. The 
figures used are the annual assessments made by the national statistical services in accordance with OECD 
definitions for the latest available year. 

Figures of unfilled vacancies relate solely to vacancies notified to public employment offices; they do not reflect the 
true state of the labour market, since employers frequently recruit workers without seeking the assistance of public 
employment offices. 

The national data published are absolute figures without seasonal adjustment. For the chart, Eur 9 data are 
seasonally adjusted according to the Eurostat method (Dainties).
