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At the end of July 1980 there were 6,7 million registered unemployed in the
Community. This is the highest number since the beginning of the Community,
even passing the seasonal peak attained in January 1980, Registered unemployed
as a percentage of the total civilian working population has now reached 6.1%.
This unemployment rate was 5.7% in the preceding month and 5.4% in July last
year.

This increase of almost 440,000 unemployed persons in the Community represents

a rise of 7% as compared with the previous month. The Member States most affec-
ted by the growth of unemployment were Belgium (+ 18,4%), the United Kingdom

(+ 14.3%), Luxembourg (+ 13.0%), the Netherlands (+ 11.9%) and the F.R. of Ger-
many (+ 9.2%).

Compared with July 1979 the number of unemployed persons has risen by 13% in
the Community overall, However this increase was 29.5% in the United Kingdom,
18.3% in Denmark, 17.6% in the Netherlands and 15.6% in Ireland.

The comparison with the previous year and the seasonally adjusted figures which
are growing more rapidly show that this increase is not only due to the rise in
unemployed persons traditionally associated with the end of the school and aca-
demic year,

Nevertheless the arrival of these young people on the labour market has been an
important factor over the last month. The number of unemployed persons under 25
years of age has increased in all the Member States, the rates of increase
ranging from 10% to more than 40% compared with the previous month. It is now
estimated that 41.7% of all unemployed are under 25 years of age in the whole

Community.

TECHNICAL NOTE

This statisti~al telegram is based on national data on numbers of persons registered at public employ-
rent offices, regularly transmitted to the Statistical Offi~e of the European Communitiea in a atandard format.
In some nases, this may differ from the usual national understanding of unemployment.

A~cording to agreements reached in the working party of the Statistical Office, the standurdizod fi-
gures in priuciple Jo not include short-time work for economic and meteorological reasons, unemploycd porsong
ta'ing part in vonational training schemes and persons for whom work has been provided by publis iritiatives in
order to avoid uuemployment.

The unemployment rate is ~aloulated as a percentage of registered unemployed in the civilian worlking
popalation, Civilian working population comprises persons in employment and unemployed, excluding armed forces.
The ~ivilian wor':ing population are mationsl estimates standardized ac~ording to OECD defiritions. The figures
ussu are aurual average or mid-year estimates of the latest available year for all countries, at the moment 1972.

A satisfactory degree of comparability can not be attained as long as legislation and admiristrative
pra~ti~es remain very different from one Member-State to the other, Data should, therefore, be used only for
un2lysis of trends, they are not suitatle for a comparison of abzsolute levels.
