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Unemployment in the Community rose by 3% between the end of July and the end of
August 1980, thereby reaching a new peak of 6.8 million. As the seasonally cor-
rected figures also show an increase, this is not simply the usual rise for the
time of year due for example to school-leavers,

Registered unemployed as a percentage of the civilian working population went

up from 6.1% at the end of July to 6.3% at the end of August 1980. Unemployment
rates increased in most Member States compared with the previous month : Belgium
from 9.9% to 10.4%; Ireland from 8.9% to 9.3%; the United Kingdom from 7.3% to
7.7%; Denmark from 5.2% to 5.6%; France from 5.9% to 6.1%; the Netherlands from
4.9% to 5.1%. In the three other Member States the unemployment rates remained
unchanged, namely 0.6% for Luxembourg, 3.3% for the F.R. of Germany and 7.6% for
Italy.

Unemployment in the Community has shown a rise of 15.3% compared with its level
at end August 1979. All Member States were affected by this trend. The detiora-
tion in the unemployment position has been most marked in the United Kingdom

(+ 37.5%) and in Denmark, Ireland and the Netherlands (each around + 20%).

For the first time this year, the number of unemployed men rose more sharply than
that of unemployed women. Because of this unemployed women as a percentage of the
total declined compared with the previous month (from 45.5% to 45.2%) as well as
compared with the corresponding month last year (from 46.2% to 45.2%). In August
1980, more than half of all unemployed persons were women in the cases of Belgium
(61.9%), Luxembourg (57.2%), F.R. of Germany and France (each around 55%).

TECHNICAL NOTER

This statistioal telegram is based on national data on mmbers of persons registered at public employ=
ment offices, regularly transmitted to the Statistical Office of the Buropean Communities in a atandard format.
In gome cases, this may differ from the usual national understanding of unemployment.

According to agreements reached in the working party of the Statistical Office, the standardized fi-
gures in principle do not include short-time work for economic and meteorological reasons, unemployed persons
taking part in vocational iraining schemes and persons for whom work has been provided by public initiatives in
order to avoid unemployment.

The unemployment rate is calculated as a percentage of regisiered unemployed in the civilian working
population. Civilian working population comprises persons in employment and unemployed, excluding armed forces.
The civilian working population are national estimates standardized according to OECD definitions. The figures
used are anmual average or mid-year estimates of the latest available year for all countries, at the moment 1979.

A satisfactory degree of comparability can not be attained as long as legislation and administrative

practices remain very different from one Membaer-State to the other. Data ahould, therefore, be used only for
analysis of trends, they are not suitable for a comparison of absolute levels.

For registered unemployment, the following data are used:

BR DEUTSCHLAND

Unemployed according to the definition of the Bundesanstalt fir Arbeit, namely persons
without a job seeking permanent work for at least 20 hours a week as an employee.
FRANCE As defined bty the Ministdre du Travail et de la Participation and registered at the
Agence Nationale pour 1'emplois persons without work available to start immediately and
seeking permanent employment as an employee.

ITALIA

Persons registered in classes I and II on public employment office lists provided bty
the Ministero del Lavoro e della Previdenza Sociale for employment as an employee. These
comprise unemployed persons who have worked before as well as young persons under 21°
years and other persons seeking their first job, including those who have finished their
legal military service and are seeking work.

NEDEHL AND

Persons as normally covered by statistics of the Ministerie van Sociale Zaken, who did
not yet have or no longer have a job, and are sesking work for 25 hours or more a week
as an employes.

BELAQIQUE / .B'ELGIE 1 Persons out of work on the register of the Office National de 1'Emploi, comprising un-
’ employed persons receiving benefit, other persons also seeking work as employeea who
are obliged to register and persons seeking work registered voluntarily.

LUXEMBOURG t Persons without a job seeking work as an employee who are available for employment and
registered at the Administration de 1'Emploi,

UNITED KINGDOM Unemployed persons registered for employment as employees at a local employment office

or careers office at the date of the monthly count who on that day have no job and are

capable of and available for work ordinarily for more than 30 hours a week. These statis-

tics are compiled by the Department of Employment for Great~Britain and the Department

of Manpower Services for Northern Ireland.

IRELAND Unemployed persons registered for work as employees at local employment offices of the
Department of Social Welfare, capable of work and available for work, comprising clai-
mants to Unemployment Benefit, applicants for Unemployment Assisiance and certain other

clasges. The data are compiled by the Central Statistics Office.

DANMARK Unemployed persons seeking work as employees, whether or not they are members of unemploy-

ment insurance funds, as counted by Danmarks Statistik.

Figures of unfilled yacancies relate solely to vacancies notified to public employment offices and are
not a measure of total vacancies. Employers may be able to recruit workers without necessarily seeking the assie-
tance of public employment offices.

The national data published are absolute figures without seasonal adjustment. For the chart, seasonal
ad justment is done for EUR~O according to the EUROSTAT method.
