EARNINGS IN INDUSTRY AND SERVICES 

Eurostat presents in this note the updating of 
the publication "Earnings, Industry and Ser­
vices". Data for October 1990 and April 1991 
are shown by branch of activity (NACE 1­2 
digits) whereas the results for October 1991, 
which are only available for certain countries, 
are shown only by major groups. 

In addition, average earnings of employees in 
the main economic sectors are given, ex­
pressed in ECU and PPS, thereby allowing a 
direct comparison between countries. 

In terms of purchasing power standards (PPS), 
the average hourly earnings of an industrial 
worker in the Community is 8.0 PPS. Six coun­
tries are above the Community average, the 
other six being below. In April 1991 average 
hourly earnings of a worker in Denmark were 
9.9 PPS, while at the other extreme, average 
earnings in Portugal were 3.0 PPS.

Between 1985 and 1991 real hourly earnings of 
industrial workers (deflated by consumer price 
indices) increased in every country with the 
exception of Greece. 

Average annual increases ranged from 2.8 % 
in Germany to 0.7 % in France. By contrast in 
Greece real earnings decreased on average by 
1.6 % per year during this period. 

A similar increase was observed for real aver­
age earnings of industrial employees. This also 
applies to employees in the services sector.

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Methodology 

These data are taken from the harmonized statistics on earnings. Half-yearly information is 
collected on the hourly gross amounts actually paid to manual workers in industry, and the 
gross monthly earnings of non-manual workers in industry and services (wholesale and retail 
distribution, credit institutions and insurance). "Gross earnings" covers remuneration in cash 
paid by the employer, paid regularly at the time of each wage payment, before tax deductions 
and social security contributions which are payable by the wage-earners and retained by the 
employer. The data are broken down according to NACE (General Industrial Classification of 
Economic Activities within the European Communities). They give systematically all the two-
digit headings and a number of more detailed subdivisions. The results of these statistics are 
given in detail by country and, for some countries, by region (Germany, Italy, the Netherlands, 
Belgium and the United Kingdom). 

Since 1985, transmission to Eurostat of data on earnings for Italy has been interrupted, due to 
problems arising during the collection and processing of data. This followed the setting up of a 
new survey in Italy. 

Purchasing power standard (PPS) : Unit of purchasing power parity which allows the elimination 
of differences in price levels between countries. The purchasing power parity rate between the 
purchasing power standard and each national currency expresses the number of national 
currency units required at the time "t" to purchase in each country of the Community the same 
volume of goods and services as would be obtained with 1 purchasing power standard in the 
Community. 

Absolute values of PPS have changed due to the rebasing of the series to the year 1990 
(previously 1985). There are significant differences between earnings expressed in PPS in this 
publication and those previously published.
