Die Veroffentlichung Eurostatistik — Daten zur Konjunkturanalyse ist
eine von drei Schlisselvercffentlichungen des Eurostat die dem Leser
einen Uberblick iiber die wichtigsten quantitativen Daten geben sollen,
die fir die Gemeinschaft und die Mitgliedstaaten zur Verfigung stehen.
Die anderen Verdffentlichungen in dieser Reihe sind Statistische
Grundzahlen mit Daten fir ein bestimmtes Jahr sowie Eurostat-Revue
mit einem Zehnfahresdberblick dber die Gemeinschaft in Zahlen.

Eine monatliche Verdffentlichung mit laufenden Wirtschaftsdaten muf3
stdndig angepaldt und auf den neuesten Stand gebracht werden. Zu
Beginn des Jahres 1982 wurde mit der Einbeziehung von Daten fir
Griechenland und der Abwandlung der Aufmachung eine bedeutende
Anderung vorgenommen. Im Laufe des Jahres 1982 werden nach und
nach Gesamtzahlen fir die 10 Mitgliedstaaten der Gemeinschaft
aufgenommen. Sobald geniugend Daten zur Verfigung stehen, wird das
Basisjahr 1975, das die Grundlage fir diese Verdffentlichung bildet,
durch das Jahr 1980 ersetzt werden. Zu einem spéteren Zeitpunkt ist
vorgesehen, Daten fur die beiden beitrittswilligen Ldnder Portugal und
Spanien sowie fiir die Vereinigten Staaten und Japan hinzuzufiigen.

Es werden vier Arten von Daten in Eurostatistik verdffentlicht. Auf den
Seiten 5 und 6 findet sich ein Artikel _ Kurz notiert”, der sich mit den
jungsten Tendenzen bei den verfigbaren Daten befal3t. Die Seiten 15
bis 20 enthalten eine schematische Darstellung der wichtigsten
wirtschaftlichen Reihen fur die Gemeinschaft und die Mitgliedstaaten.
Die Seite 23 ist die erste von 56 Seiten mit , Gemeinschaftstabellen”.
Dieser Abschnitt enthélt von Eurostat auf der Grundlage von
Gemeinschaftskriterien harmonisierte Daten. Die neuesten Daten sind
vorldufig und in einigen Fallen von Eurostat geschétzt. SchlieBlich
enthélt die Veroffentlichung noch einen Abschnitt _Ldndertabellen”, der
eine Auswahl der in jedem Land am héufigsten verwendeten
Konjunkturindikatoren enthdlt. Hierbei handelt es sich um nationale
Reihen auf der Grundlage nationaler Definitionen. Zu Vergleichszwecken
ist auch eine Tabelle fir die Vereinigten Staaten enthalten.

In allen Féllen stehen auf Anfrage Zeitreihen dber die Cronos-Datenbank
des Eurostat zur Verfigung. Es werden auBBerdem statistische Bulletins
Uber Arbeitslosigkeit Preise, industrielle Produktion, Zahlungsbilanzen,
AuBBenhandel und Energie monatlich oder vierteljghrlich verdffentlicht. In
Eurostatistik selbst ist ein absolutes Minimum an Erlduterungen zur
Methodik enthalten. Ausfihrliche Informationen Gber Definitionen und
Methodik sind bei Eurostat erhéltlich.

Eurostatistik wird am Ende eines jeden Monats in einer gemeinsamen
Ausgabe fir Deutsch, Englisch und Franzdsisch veroffentlicht. Dariber
hinaus steht auf Anfrage eine Ergénzung mit Ubersetzung der Titel und
der Erlduterungen ins Danische, Griechische, Italienische und
Niederldndische zur Verfigung.
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Eurostatistik : Kurz notiert

1. Arbeitslosigkeit : Saisonbereinigte Werte zeigen weiter-
hin steigende Tendez

Trotz eines leichten Riuckgangs von 0.8% gegeniber dem
Vormonat liegt die Zahl der in der Gemeinschaft der Neun
eingeschriebenen Arbeitslosen Ende Januar 1982 bei 10,7
Mio. Dies ergibt eine Arbeitslosenquote von 9.7% der zivilen
Erwerbspersonen. Die Verringerung der Arbeitslosigkeit zwi-
schen Januar und Februar entspricht der normalen jahreszeitli-
chen Entwicklung. So ergeben sich Abnahmen der absoluten
Zahlen der Arbeitslosen in allen Mitgliedstaaten, mit Ausnahme
der Niederlande. Die saisonbereinigten Werte zeigen jedoch fir
die Gemeinschaft der Neun weiterhin steigende Tendenz, auch
wenn die Zuwachsrate geringer erscheint als in den vorherge-
henden Monaten (+0,7% gegenuber etwa + 29%).

Fur die Gemeinschaft der Neun ergibt sich Ende Februar 1982
eine um 25,7% hohere Arbeitslosigkeit als im entsprechenden
Monat des Vorjahres. Die Zunahme der mannilichen Arbeitslo-
sen betrdgt 27,5% und die der weiblichen Arbeitslosen
23.0%. Der Anteil der Frauen an der Gesamtzahl! der Arbeitslo-
sen ist damit von 1,3% im Februar 1981 auf 40,5% im
Februar 1982 zurickgegangen.

Von berdurchschnittlich steigender Arbeitslosigkeit swischen
Februar 1981 und Februar 1982 sind die Bundesrepublik
Deutschland (+48.,9%), die Niederlande (+42.1%) und
Luxemburg (+ 34.69%) betroffen.

Fur die sechs Mitgliedstaaten, in denen die Zah! der ausland-
ischen Arbeitslosen erfasst wird, liegt der Anteil der Auslander
an den Arbeitslosen bei etwa 109% der Gesamtzahl. Dieser
Durchschnitt wird in Luxemburg, aber auch in der BR Deutsch-
land und in Belgien {etwa 139%) weit Uberschritten. Zwischen
Januar 1981 und Januar 1982 wuchs in der BR Deutschland,
in Frankreich und in Luxemburg die Zahl der auslandischen
Arbeitslosen starker als die Gesamtzahl der Arbeitslosen. In den
Ubrigen L&andern steigert sich die Zahl der auslandischen
Arbeitslosen wie die Gesamtzahl der Arbeitslosen oder nimmt
langsamer zu (Niederlande).

2. Verbraucherpreise

Der Anstieg des Verbraucherpreisindex lag fur die gesamte
Européische Gemeinschaft zwischen Januar und Februar 1982
bei 0.6%, dies ist die geringste monatliche Zunahme seit 18
Monaten. Im Gemeinschaftsmittel sind in einigen Landern sehr
niedrige Steigerungsraten erkennbar : O im Vereinigten Kénig-
reich, 0,2% in der Bundesrepublik Deutschland, und Belgien,
0.5% in den Niederlanden und 0,6% in Danemark. In Grie-
chenland ging der Index um 0.,2% zurtick, wahrend in ltalien
ein Anstieg um 1,3% und in Frankreich und Luxemburg um
1,00 festzustelien war. In Irland betrug der Anstieg zwischen
November und Februar 2,3%, was einer monatlichen Anstiegs-
rate von fast 0,8% entspricht. Im letzten Zwodlfmonatszeitraum
lag die Steigerung des Verbraucherpreisindex fir die Zehnerge-
meinschaft bei 12,00%: in den USA lag der entsprechende Wert
bei 8,5% und in Japan bei etwa 3.5%.

3. Index der industriellen produktion Erwarteter Auf-
schwung durch Abschwichung der industriellen Produktion
im Dezember 1981 in Frage gestelit

Der vorlaufige Index der industriellen Produktion der Gemein-
schaft belief sich im Dezember 1981 auf 115,2 (1975=100)
und lag damit um 0,5% unter dem Ergebnis des Vorjahresmo-
nats. Im letzten Vierteljahr 1981 [ag die Produktion kaum
(+0.1%) uber der Erzeugung des letzten Vierteljahres 1980.
Nach Saisonbereinigung liegt der Dezember-Index bei 113,0,
was einem Ruckgang um 1,6% gegentber dem Durchschnitt
der drei vorhergehenden Monate entspricht. Die Abschwéachung
der Produktion im Dezember ist weitgehend auf die Rickgéange
in Deutschland und ltalien (jeweils —2.4% gegeniiber Novemn-
ber 1981, nach Saisonbereinigung) und in geringerem Masse
auf den teilweise witterungsbedingten Rickgan im Vereinigten
Konigreich (—0.7%) zurtickzufthren.

Das Jahr 1981 wurde mit einem Rlckgang der Produktion von
2,1% gegeniber 1980 und von 3% gegeniber 1979 abge-
schlossen; 1979 war ein Jabr der Hochkonjunktur fir die
Gemeinschaft und — ausser fir ltalien, Danemark und Grie-
chenland, wo die Produktion 1980 ihren Hohepunkt erreichte
— auch fiar die einzelnen L&nder. Ausser in Irland ist in allen
Landern, in denen die Produktion 1980 gesunken war, auch
1981 ein Ruckgang zu verzeichnen. Von den Landern, die
1980 ihre Produktion noch erhéhen konnten, blieb lediglich
Déanemark von der Rezession verschont.

4. Sthal

Die Rohstahlerzeugung der Gemeinschaft (ohne Griechenland)
erreichte im Februar 1982 9,5 Mio t. Der Riickgang gegentiber
dem Vormonat um 7,9% (saisonbereinigt} ist ausschliesslich
auf den Streik in der belgischen Stahlindustrie zuriickzufiihren
(durchschnittliche Zunahme der 8 meldenden Mitgliedstaaten:
+2,7% gegendber Januar 1982 und +4.2% gegeniber
Februar 1981).

Die Auftragseingénge fur Massenstahl sind im Dezember 1981
weiterhin zuriickgegangen (saisonbereinigt -8,9%) und wie im
Vormonat ist dieser Riickgang in erster Linie durch geringere
Bestellungen aus Drittlandern bedingt, die gegentuber Dezember
1980 um 39% abgenommen haben.

Insgesamt beliefen sich die Auftragseingdnge fir Massenstahl
1981 auf 91,7 Mio t dies entspricht einer Zunahme um 2,7%
gegeniber 1980; verglichen mit 1979 und 1978 bedeutet
dieses Ergebnis jedoch einen Ruckgang um 6.4% bzw. 5.4%
und liegdamit genau auf dem Niveau von 1977 (91,7 Mio t).

6. EG-Aussenhandel

Die Ausfuhr der sieben Gemeinschaftsstaaten, fur die Angaben
vorliegen, in Nicht-EG-Lander im Dezember 1981 lag um 16%
Uber dem Wert des entsprechenden Vorjahresmonats. Im Ver-
gleich dazu lag der durchschnittliche Exportanstieg der EG-L&n-
der in den drei Monaten von September bis November 1981




bei 3006. Das ungewdhnlich harte Winterwetter, das in einigen
Mitgliestaaten herrsorte, mag ein Grund fur diesen Rickgang
sein. Dennoch war eine weitere Verbesserung der Handelsbi-
lanz festzusteller. In den drei Monaten September bis November
betrug jahrliche Einfuhrzuwachs 179%, im Dezember jedoch nur
noch 50b.

6. EG-Binnenhandel

Im letzten Vierteljahr 1981 lag die Einfuhr innerhalb der EG um
18% hoher als im entsprechenden Vorjahreszeitraum; dies geht
aus den Angaben von 7 der 9 meldenden Lander hervor. im
Vergleich dazu betrug der Anstieg im dritten Quartal 13% und
im Jahresdurchschnitt etwa 8%. Diese Entwicklung liess sich in
den meisten Landern beobachten, mit Ausnahme von Irland,
. dessen Einfuhrwachstum in letzter Zeit riickldufig ist. Der stark-
ste Einfuhranshg war im letzten Quartal im Vereinigten Kénig-
reich und das stirkste Ausfuhrwachstum in den Niederlanden zu
verzeichnen. ’

7. Finanzen: Anhaltende Spannungen innerhalb des Euro-
péischen Wéhrungssystems,

Auch wenn' die Zentralbanken (Deutsche Bundesbank und
Nederlandsche Bank) der Staaten, deren Wahrungen aufgewer-
tet werden konnten, ihre Zinssitze gleichzeitig gesenkt haben
(die Bundesbank senkte den Sonderlombardsatz von 10 auf
9.5%, und die Nederlandsche Bank den Diskontsatz von 8,5
auf 89). hielt der Druck auf den franzésischen und belgisch-
luxemburgischen Franc weiter an. Am 24. Marz erreichte der
Wechselkurs des franzosischen Franc das Verhidltnis 1
DM=2,6205 FF und lag damit am unteren Interventionspunkt

des EWS. Die Verscharfung der Devisenkontrollbestimmungen
durch die Franzésische Regierung am 25. Marz fuhrte zu einer
leichten Verbesserung des Wechselkurses des franzésischen

Franc am Ende der letzten vollen Marzwoche.

8. Energieverbrauch zur stromerzeugung 1981

Die gesamte Elektrozitdtserzeugung der Gemeinschaft ging
1981 gegenliber 1980 geringfugig zurick (—0,49). Die
Diversifizierung der Energiequellen erfuhr jedoch eine dynami-
sche Steigerung und war gekennzeichnet durch einen starken
Rickgang des Einsatzes von Mineraldlprodukten (- 18%),
deren Anteil am gesamten Energieeinsatz von 22,19 auf
18.3% sank, und durch einen bedeutenden Anstieg des Kern-
energieanteils (- 31,5%), der nunmehr 20,2% des gesamten
Energieverbrauchs der Kraftwerke betragt. Der Verbrauch fester
Brennstoffe, der mit 46.6% weiterhin stark am Gesamtenergie-
verbrauch beteiligt ist, ging dagegen leicht zurtick. Die Verande-
rungen auf Gemeinschaftsebene sind vorwiegend durch die
Entwicklung in Frankreich bedingt, wo 35% des Gesamitriick-
gangs des Einsatzes von Mineraldlerzeugnissen und 79% des
gesteigerten Kernenergieeinsatzes zu verzeichnen waren.

Eurostatistics — data for short-term economic analysis /s one of three
key Eurostat publications designed to give the reader an overview of the
most important quantitative information available for the Community and
Member States. The other publications in this series are Basic Statistics
giving data for a specific year. and Eurostat review with its summary of
the Community in figures over the past 10 years.

A monthly publication with current economic data must be continually
adapted and updated. At the beginning of 1982 a major modification
took place with the inclusion of data for Greece and a change in
presentation. Totals for the 10-member Community are being
progressively introduced in 1982. Once sufficient data are available,
the base year 1975 which is fundamental to this publication will be
replaced with 1980. At a later stage it is planned to add data for the
two applicant countries, Portugal and Spain, as well as for the United
States and Japan.

Four kinds of information are published in Eurostatistics. Pages 9 and
10 offer an article ‘In brief’ which looks at the latest trends in the data
available. Pages 15 to 20 provide the reader with a visual presentation
of the most important economic series for the Community and the
Member States. Starting on page 23 there are 56 pages of ‘Community
tables’. This section contains data harmonized by Eurostat on the basis
of common criteria. The most recent data are provisional and in some
cases estimated by Eurostat. Finally there is a section Tables by
country’ which contains a selection of economic indicators most often
used in each country. These are national series based on national
definitions. For comparison a table for the United States is also
included.

For all series, historical data are available on request from Eurostat's
data bank Cronos. Statistical bulletins on unemployment, prices,
industrial production, balance of payments, external trade and energy
are also published monthly or quarterly. Eurostatistics itself contains an
absolute minimum of methodological notes. Detailed information on
definitions and methodology may be obtained from Eurostat.
Eurostatistics /s published at the end of each month in a single edition
in German, English and French. A supplement with translations of titles
and explanatory notes exists in Danish, Greek, Italian and Dutch, and it
is available on request.
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Eurostatistics : In Brief

1. Unemployment : Seasonally adjusted figures still show
upward trend

Despite a slight reduction of 0.8% by reference to January
1982, the number of unemployed persons registered at public
employment offices in the Community of Nine remained at
10.7 million at the end of February. The unemployment rate
amouted to 9.7% of the civilian working population. A reduc-
tion in unemployment between January and February is the
normal seasonal pattern and the absolute figures declined in all
Member States with the exception of the Netherlands. The
seasonally adjusted figures however continue to show an
upward tendency although for the Community of Nine the rate
of increase in unemployment during last month appeared less
than in the preceding months {+0.7% compared with around
+ 2%).

For the Community of Nine as a whole, the total of unemploy-
ment at the end of February 1982 was 25.7% above that for
February 1981. In the case of men the rise in numbers
unemployed was 27.5% and for women 23.0%. The share of
women in total unemployment thus declined from 41.3% in
February 1981 to 40.5% in February 1982.

The Member States most affected by the rise in employment
between February 1981 and February 1982 are the F.R. of
Germany (+48,9%), the Netherlands (+42.1%) and Luxem-
bourg {+34.6%).

Persons of foreign nationality account for about 10% of the
total unemployed in the six Member States for which these
statistics are available. This average figure is very much
exceeded in Luxembourg, but also in the R.F. Germany and
Belgium (around 130%). A greater increase is noted also bet-
ween January 1981 and January 1982 in the number of
unemployed of foreign nationality than for the total of unem-
ployed in the R.F. of Germany, France and Luxembourg. For the
other countries the growth in unemployment among foreign
workers is similar to. or in the case of the Netherlands lower
than, that for unemployment as a whole.

2. Consumer prices

The increase in the consumer price index for the European
Community as a whole 0.6% between January and February
1982. This was the lowest monthly increase for 18 months.
The Community average reflects very low increases in some
countries : zero for the United Kingdom, 0.2% in Germany (FR)
and in Belgium, 0.5% in the Netherlands and 0.6% in Den-
mark. In Greece the index fell by 0.2% whereas increases of
1.3% were recorded for Italy and 1.0% in France and Luxem-
bourg. The increase in Ireland between November and February
was 2.3%., which corresponds to a monthly average of almost
0.8%. The rise of the consumer price index over the 12
months to February 1982 was 12.0% for EUR 10; the corres-
ponding figure for the USA is around 8.5% and for Japan
around 3.5%.

3. Index of industrial production : The outiook for recovery
put in doubt by the fall in production in December 1981

The provisional index of industrial production in the Community
for December 1981 stood at 115.2 (1975=100), a fall of
0.5% compared with the same month of the previous vyear.
Production in the last quarter of 1981 showed a meagre
increase of 0.1% over the same quarter of 1980. Seasonai
adjustment of the December index produced a figure of 113.0,
i.e. 1.6 points down on the average level of the previous three
months.

The fall-off in production in December is largely the con-
sequence of the falls recorded in Germany and in ltaly (2.4%0
down in each case in relation to November 1981, after sea-
sonal adjustment), and, to a lesser extent, of that recorded in
the United Kingdom (—0.79%), this latter fall being partly due to
adverse weather.

1981 thus ended with production down 2.1% compared with
1980, and 3% compared with 1979, which was the peak year
at Community level and at national level except in ltaly, Den-
mark and Greece where production peaked in 1980. With the
exception of Ireland. all countries in which production fell in
1980 registered a further fall in 1981. Of the countries which
had managed to boost their production in 1980, only Denmark
was spared this downturn.

4. Steel

Community production of crude steel (excluding Greece} in
February 1982 reached 9.5 mio t. This figure is 7.9% lower
than for the previous month (deseasonalized} and results solely
from the strike in the Belgian iron and steel industry (average
increase for the 8 remaining countries : +2,7% compared with
January 1982; +4,2% compared with February 1981). For
the second month running, new orders (ordinary steels) in
December 1981 showed a decline (—8,9% deseasonalized)
and, like the previous month, this drop is due mainly to a
fail-off in the market with third countries (—39% compared
with December 1980). For the year 1981 total new orders
(ordinary steels) reached 91.7 mio t. i.0. an increase of 2.7%
over 1980; but the figure is lower than for 1979 and 1978
(—6.4% and —5,4% respectively) and is at the same level as
1977 (91.7 mio t.).

5. Extra-EC Trade

In December 1981, exports to non-EC states of the seven
reporting countries for which data are available were 16%
higher than in the previous December. This compared with an
average rise of 3006 for Community countries in the three
months to November 1981. The unusually severe winter
weather experienced in several member countries may have
been one of the causes of this slowing down. Nevertheless the
balance of trade has continued to improve.

The year on year rise in imports in the three months to
November was 17% and this fell to only 5% in December.




6. Intra-EC Trade

In the last quarter of 1981 intra-EC imports were up 18%
compared with the same quarter the year before, based on
returns from seven out of the nine reporting countries. This
compares with 13% for the third quarter and about 8% for the
year as a whole. Most member countries have followed this
pattern — an exception being lIreland whose import growth has
slowed down recently. The UK had the highest import growth in
the last quarter whilst the Netherlands had the largest increase
in exports.

7. Finances : continued tension in the EMS

Although the Central Banks of the currencies which could be
revalued, the German Bundesbank and the Nederlandsche Bank
have reduced their interest rate in a synchronised move (the
Bundesbank reduced the special Lombard rate from 10 to
9.5% and the Nederlandsche Bank reduced the discount rate
from 8.5% to 8%), the pressure of the French and Belgo-Lux-
embourgish Francs continued. The French Franc reached a rate
of 1 DM = 2.6205 FF on the 24th March and was thus at the
lower intervention point in the EMS. The tightening up of the
exchange control regulations on 25th March by the French
gevernment led to a small improvement in the rate for the
French Franc at the end of the last full week in March.

8. Energy consumption for electricity production in 1981

Total production of electric energy in the Community in 1981
declined slightly in comparison with 1980 (- 0.4%). Diversifi-
cation of sources of energy nevertheless increased considerably
and was characterised by a significant decline in the use of
petroleum products (— 18%) the share of which in total energy
inputs fell from 22,1% to 18,3%, and, a notable rise in the
use of nuclear energy (+31,5%). the share of which in total
energy consumption by power stations reached 20.2%. On the
other hand, 1981 saw a slight reduction in the consumption of
the solid fuels, which, nevertheless, continues to account for a
high proportion (46,5%) of total energy consumption. In the
Community context, these charges may be mainly attributed to
France, which accounts for 35% of the overall reduction in the
consumption of petroleum products and 79% of the increase in
the use of nuclear energy.

Technical note

The reader’s attention is drawn to the fact that for technical
reasons it has not been possible to include all Greek and
EUR 10 data in the section External Trade (Tables 079-135). In
addition, the terms “intra-EC™ and “extra-ED" signify intra 9 and
extra 9 for data up to and including December 1978 and
“intra 10" and “extra 10~ for data starting from January 1979
(Tables 066-123).

Eurostatistiques — données pour I'analyse de la conjoncture est /'une
des trois publications clés d’Eurostat, destinées & donner au lecteur un
apercu des informations quantitatives les plus importantes disponibles
concernant la Communauté et les Etats membres. Les autres
publications de cette série sont les Statistiques de base fournissant des
données pour une année spécifique déterminée et Ia Revue de
I'Eurostat qui passe en revue dix ans de la Communauté sous forme de
tableaux chiffrés.

Une publication mensuelle contenant des données économiques
conjoncturelles d’'actualité doit étre continuellement adaptée et mise a
jour. Au début de 1982, une modification importante est intervenue
avec linclusion de données concernant la Grece et un changement de
présentation. Des totaux pour la Communauté de dix membres seront
progressivement introduits en 1982. Lorsque I'on disposera de
données en nombre suffisant, I'année 1975 — année de référence
pour cette publication — sera remplacée par 1980. Il est prévu
ultérieurement d'ajouter les données concernant les deux pays
candidats a I'adhésion — a savoir |'Espagne et le Portugal — ainsi que
pour les Etats-Unis et le Japon.

Eurostatistiques publie quatre types dinformations. Les pages 13 et 14
contiennent un article « En bref » dans lequel les derniéres tendances
pouvant étre dégagées a partir des données disponibles sont
examinées.

Une
information détaillée concernant les définitions et la méthodologie
peut-étre obtenue aupres d’Eurostat.

Eurostatistiques est publié a la fin de chaque mois dans une seule
édition en allemand, anglais et francais. Un supplément contenant les
traductions des titres et des notes explicatives existe en danois, grec,
italien et néerlandais et est disponible sur demande.
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résultats de I'enquéte de conjoncture auprés des chefs d'entreprise
de la Communauté. Des données plus détaillées paraissent dans
« Economie européenne ».
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Eurostatistiques : En bref

1. Chémage : Chiffres désaisonnalisés : toujours une ten-
dance vers la hausse

Malgré un léger recul de 0,8% par rapport a janvier 1982 le
nombre de ch&meurs inscrits auprés des bureaux de placement
de la Communauté des Neuf reste & 10.7 mio & la fin du mois
de février. Le taux de chomage se situe 4 9,7% de la popula-
tion active civile. Une diminution du chémage entre janvier et
février correspond au rythme saisonnier habituel. Un abaisse-
ment du chiffre absolu est ainsi observé dans tous les Etats
membres a I'exception des Pays-Bas. Les chiffres corrigés des
variation saisonniéres indiquent toutefois encore une tendance a
I'augmentation du chémage bien que pour I'ensemble de la
Communauté des Neuf l'accroissement au cours du dernier
mois semble plus faible que durant les mois précédents
(+0.7% contre environ + 296).

Pour I'ensemble de la Communauté des Neuf le chémage se
situe fin février 1982 a 25,7% de plus qu’en février de I'année
précédente. Pour les hommes |'augmentation du chémage a été
de 27,5% et pour les femmes de 23,0%. La part des femmes
dans le total des chOmeurs a ainsi régressé de 41.3% en
février 1981 a 40,5% en février 1982.

Les Etats membres les plus touchés par des augmentations du
chdmage entre février 1981 et février 1982 sont la R.F.
d’Allemagne (+48.99%), les Pays-Bas (+42,1%) et [e Luxem-
bourg (+34,6%).

Les chémeurs étrangers représentent autour de 10% du total
des chémeurs inscrits dans les six Etats membres pour lesquels
ces statistiques sont disponibles. Cette moyenne est largement
dépassée au Luxembourg, mais également en R.F. d’Allemagne
et en Belgique (environ 13%). On constate d’ailleurs entre
janvier 1981 et janvier 1982 des accroissements plus impor-
tants dans le nombre de chémeurs étrangers que pour I'ensem-
ble des chomeurs en R.F. d'Allemagne. en France et au
Luxembourg. Pour les autres pays I'évolution du chémage des
étrangers correspond & I'ensemble ou est plus lente (Pays-Bas).

2. Les prix & la consommation

La hausse de lindice des prix a la consommation pour la
Communauté européenne est de 0,6% entre janvier et février
1982, ce qui est le taux mensuel le plus faible depuis 18 mois.
Cette moyenne communautaire refléte des accroissements fai-
bles dans certains pays: I'évolution est nulle au Royaume-Uni;
elle est de 0,2% en RF d’Allemagne et en Belgique, de 0,5%
aux Pays-Bas et de 0,600 au Danemark. En Grece l'indice a
diminué de 0,2% tandis qu'un accroissement de 1,3%b a été
enregistré en ltalie, et de 1% en France et au Luxembourg.
Entre novembre et février la hausse en Irdande est de 2,3% ce
qui correspond & une moyenne mensuelle de prés de 0,806. La
hausse de lindice des prix & la consommation pour les 12
derniers mois est de 12,0% pour EUR 10; la valeur correspon-
dante est d'environ 8,5% pour les USA et aux alentours de
3.5% au Japon.

3. Indice de la production industrielle — Les perspectives
de reprise remises en question par le fléchissement de la
production industrielle en décembre 1981

L'indice provisoire de la production industrielle dans la Commu-
nauté pour le mois de décembre 1981 s’établit &4 115,2
(1975=100), restant ainsi de 0,5% en decd du chiffre enre-
gistré au mois correspondant de l‘année précédente : pour
I'ensemble du quatrieme trimestre 1981, la production ne
dépasse guére {+0,10%)} celle du dernier trimestre de 1980.
Aprés correction des variations saisonniéres, {'indice de décem-
bre était a 113,0 ce qui correspond & une baisse de 1.6 points
par rapport au niveau moyen des trois mois précédents. Le
fléchissement de la production au cours du mois de décembre
est en large mesure le reflet de baisses enregistrées en désai-
sonnalisation), et dans une moindre mesure de celle enregistrée
au Royaume-Uni (—0,7%), laquelle s’explique en partie par des
conditions météorologiques.

L'année 1981 se solde par un recul de la production de 2,100
par rapport & 1980, et de 3% par rapport a 1979, 'année de
haute conjoncture au niveau communautaire et au niveau de
tous les pays, sauf I'ltalie, le Danemark et la Gréce, ol la
production a atteint son sommet en 1980. A l'exception de
Ilrlande, tous les pays ou la production avait baissé en 1980
ont également connu une baisse en 1981. Parmi les pays qui
avaient encore augmenté leur production en 1980, seul le
Danemark a été épargné par la récession.

4. Acier

La production communautaire d‘acier brut (sans la Gréce) en
février 1982 a atteint 9,5 mio t. Ce chiffre inférieur de 7,9% a
celui du mois précédent (désaisonnalisé) résulte exclusivement
de la gréve dans la sidérurgie belge (augmentation moyenne
pour les 8 pays qui ont répondu : +2,7% par rapport 3 janvier
1982, +4,2% par rapport & février 1981). Pour le deuxiéme
mois consécutif, les commandes nouvelles (aciers courants) en
décembre 1981 ont connu une diminution (—8,9% désaison-
nalisé} et comme le mois précédent cette baisse concerne
surtout le marché avec les pays tiers (—39% par rapport a
décembre 1980). Pour I'année 1981, les commandes nouvel-
les (total-aciers courants) ont atteint 91,7 mio t. soit une
augmentation de 2,7% par rapport 8 1980; mais ce chiffre est
inférieur & celui de 1979 et 1978 (—6,4% et —5,4%) et se
situe au niveau de 1977 (91,7 mio t).

]

5. Commerce intra-communautaire

En décembre 1981, les exportations vers les pays tiers des
sept pays membres dont les données sont disponibles ont
augmenté de 169 par rapport au mois de décembre 1980. En
revanche, 'augmentation avait été de 30% pour les trois mois
jusqu’en novembre par rapport & la méme période en 1980.
L'hiver exceptionnellement rude dans plusieurs pays n‘a pas
cessé de s'améliorer. La hausse dans les importations pour les
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trois mois jusqu’'en novembre était de 17% et pour les trois
mois jusqu’en décembre était de 5%, toujours par rapport aux
mémes périodes de 1980.

6. Commerce extra-communautaire

Pour le dernier trimestre de 1981, les importations intra-com-
munautaires ont connu une hausse de 18% par rapport 3 la
méme période de 1980, en ce qui concerne les sept pays dont
les chiffres sont disponibles. La hausse correspondante enregis-
trée le troisiéme trimestre était de 139% et se chiffre & 8% pour
I'année. La plupart des pays membres ont suivi ce rythme — a
I'exception de I'llande dont la croissance des importations s'est
récemment ralentie. Pour le dernier trimestre de 1981, le
Royaume-Uni est le pays ayant enregistré la hausse la plus
importante de ses importations tandis que les Pays-Bas ont
obtenu la plus importante progression de leur exportations.

7. Finances — Tensions maintenues dans e SME

Malgré le fait que les banques centrales des monnaies, soup-
¢onnées d'étre candidates pour une réévaluation, la Bundes-
bank allemande et la Nederlandsche Bank avaient réduit leur
taux d'intérét ensemble (la Bundesbank a réduit le taux Lom-
bard spécial de 10 a 9.5% et la Nederlandsche Bank a réduit
le taux d’escompte de 8,5% & 8%), la pression sur les francs
francais et belgo-luxembourgeois s’est maintenue. Le 24 mars,
le franc fragais est descendu a un taux de 1 DM=2,6205 FF
et se trouvait donc a son point d'intervention inférieur dans le
SME. Le lendemain, le reserrement de la réglementation du
contrble des changes par le gouvernement francgais a donné lieu
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a une légére amélioration du taux pour le franc francais a la fin
de la derniére semaine de mars.

8. Consommation d‘énergie pour la production d’énergie
électrique en 1981

La production totale d’énergie électrique dans la Communauté a
enregistré en 1981 une faible contraction par rapport 4 1980
(—0.4%). La diversification des sources d’'énergie a cependant
progressé d'une fagon dynamique caractérisée par une baisse
sensible des produits pétroliers {— 18%) dont la quote-part a
été ramenée, de 22,1% a 18,3% et une hausse notable du
nucléaire (+31,5%) dont la participation a atteint 20,2% dans
la consommation d’'énergie des centrales. Par contre, on
observe un faible recul de la consommation des combustibles
solides, dont la contribution demeure au niveau élevé de
46,5% de la consommation totale d'énergie. Dans le contexte
communautaire, ces évolutions sont a attribuer principalement &
la France avec 359 de la diminution totale de la consomma-
tion de produits pétroliers et 79% de la hausse nucléaire.
