Die Verdffentlichung Eurostatistik — Daten zur Konjunkturanalyse /st
eine von drei Schlisselverdffentlichungen des Eurostat, die dem Leser
einen Uberblick uber die wichtigsten quantitativen Daten geben sollen,
die fur die Gemeinschaft und die Mitgliedstaaten zur Verfligung stehen.
Die"anderen Verdffentlichungen in dieser Reihe sind Statistische
Grundzahlen mit Daten fir ein bestimmtes Jahr sowie Eurostat-Revue
mit einem Zehnjahrestberblick tber die Gemeinschaft in Zahlen.

Eine monatliche Verdffentlichung mit laufenden Wirtschaftsdaten mul
stdndig angepaldt und auf den neuesten Stand gebracht werden. Zu
Beginn des Jahres 1982 wurde mit der Einbeziehung von Daten fir
Griechenland und der Abwandlung der Aufmachung eine bedeutende
Anderung vorgenommen. Im Laufe des Jahres 1982 werden nach und
nach Gesamtzahlen fir die 10 Mitgliedstaaten der Gemeinschaft
aufgenommen. Sobald gentigend Daten zur Verfiigung stehen, wird das
Basisjahr 1975, das die Grundlage fir diese Verdffentlichung bildet,
durch das Jahr 1980 ersetzt werden. Zu einem spéteren Zeitpunkt ist
vorgesehen, Daten fir die beiden beitrittswilligen Ldander Portugal und
Spanien sowie fir die Vereinigten Staaten und Japan hinzuzufiigen.

Es werden vier Arten von Daten in Eurostatistik verdffentlicht. Auf den
Seiten 5 und 6 findet sich ein Artikel ,Kurz notiert”, der sich mit den
Jjungsten Tendenzen bei den verfigbaren Daten befalst. Die Seiten 15
bis 20 enthalten eine schematische Darstellung der wichtigsten
wirtschaftlichen Reihen fir die Gemeinschaft und die Mitgliedstaaten.
Die Seite 23 ist die erste von 56 Seiten mit , Gemeinschaftstabellen”.
Dieser Abschnitt enthélt von Eurostat auf der Grundlage von
Gemeinschaftskriterien harmonisierte Daten. Die neuesten Daten sind
vorldufig und in einigen Féllen von Eurostat geschétzt. SchiielSlich
enthélt die Verdffentlichung noch einen Abschnitt , Léndertabellen”, der
eine Auswahl der in jedem Land am hé&ufigsten verwendeten
Konjunkturindikatoren enthélt. Hierbei handelt es sich um nationale
Reihen auf der Grundlage nationaler Definitionen. Zu Vergleichszwecken
ist auch eine Tabelle fir die Vereinigten Staaten enthalten.

In allen Féllen stehen auf Anfrage Zeitreihen iiber die Cronos-Datenbank
des Eurostat zur Verfigung. Es werden aul3erdem statistische Bulletins
Uber Arbeitslosigkeit Preise, industrielle Produktion, Zahlungsbilanzen,
Aulienhandel und Energie monatlich oder vierteljghrlich veréffentlicht. In
Eurostatistik selbst ist ein absolutes Minimum an Erlduterungen zur
Methodik enthalten. Ausfiihrliche Informationen (ber Definitionen und
Methodik sind bei Eurostat erhditlich.

Eurostatistik wird am Ende eines jeden Monats in einer gemeinsamen
Ausgabe fir Deutsch, Englisch und Franzosisch verdffentlicht. Dardber
hinaus steht auf Anfrage eine Ergénzung mit Ubersetzung der Titel und
der Erlduterungen ins Dénische, Griechische, Italienische und
Niederldndische zur Verfigung.

1. Arbeitslosigkeit

Die Zahl der eingeschriebenen Arbeitslosen in der Gemeinschaft
der Neun betrug Ende Marz 1982 10,5 Millionen. Dies ergibt
eine Arbeitslosenquote von 9.5% gemessen an den zivilen
Erwerbspersonen. Die Abnahme der Zahl der eingeschriebenen
Arbeitslosen, die gewdhnlich zum Ende des Winters und mit
Beginn des Fruhjahrs zu erkennen ist, zeigt sich in diesem Jahr
schwicher als normalerweise. Die saisonbereinigten Werte stei-
gen wiederum im Vergleich zum Vormonat. Der seit Mitte 1980
festgestellte monatliche Anstieg dieser Werte von etwa 2% hat
sich jedoch nun zum zweiten Mal auf etwa + 1% abge-
schwaécht.

Die verlangsamte Zunahme der Arbeitslosigkeit in der Gemein-
schaft der Neun ist wesentlich bedingt durch eine anhalt hohe
Zahl der Arbeitslosen im Vereinigten Koénigreich und Belgien
(von etwa 3 Millionen bzw. 500 000) sowie in Frankreich {um
2 Millionen) und Luxemburg (etwa 2 000). In der Bundesrepu-
blik Deutschland und in den Niederlanden hat die Zah! der bei
den Arbeitsdmtern eingeschriebenen Arbeitslosen zwischen
Februar und Méarz 1982 weniger als saisoniblich abgenom-
men. Gegenuber dem entsprechenden Vorjahresmonat weisen
diese beiden Mitgliedstaaten deshalb weiterhin eine steigende
Arbeitslosigkeit mit Zunahmen vont 50 bzw. 4 1% auf.

Ende Marz 1982 waren 3.9 Millionen eingeschriebene Arbeits-
lose junger als 25 Jahre, im Méarz 1981 waren es noch
3,2 Millionen. Diese Gruppe umfalit damit 37,2% aller Arbeits-
losen in der Gemeinschaft. Dieser Anteil ist jedoch sehr unter-
schiedlich in den einzelnen Mitgliedstaaten. Er liegt bei 22% in
der Bundesrepublik Deutschland, um 309% in Irland und Déane-
mark, um 40% in Frankreich, den Niederlanden, Belgien,
Luxemburg und im Vereinigten Ko&nigreich und erreicht fast
48% in ltalien. Die Zunahme der Arbeitslosigkeit hat jlingere
Menschen genauso betroffen wie die &lteren, denn in allen
Mitgliedstaaten hat sich der Anteil der unter 25 j&hrigen
gegeniiber dem Vorjahr, trotz einer allgemeinen Steigerung. der
Zahl der Arbeitslosen zwischen 156% und 509, praktisch nicht
verandert.

2. Verbraucherpreise

Der Verbraucherpreisindex lag fur die Europdische Gemeinschaft
im Marz 1982 um 0,9% hoher als im Februar. In Frankreich
betrug die Veranderung gegenuber dem Vormonat 1,19, in
den Niederlanden 1,0%, in Italien, dem Vereinigten Kénigreich
und Danemark 0,9%. In Belgien (0,2%) und Luxemburg
(0.19%) war die Zunahme auf Grund von nach der Abwertung
ergriffenen Maflnahmen gering. In der Bundesrepublik Deutsch-
land betrug der Anstieg 0,2 und in Griechenland 3,3%.

In den letzten 12 Monaten war die Steigerungsrate im Vergleich
zu dem jeweiligen Vorjahresmonat relativ gleichbleibend, sie lag
nadmlich fur die Europaische Gemeinschaft zwischen 12 und
13%. Dies steht im krassen Gegensatz zu der merklichen
Verlangsamung des Anstiegs in den USA und in Japan, der aus
den Yergleichbaren Reihen erkennbar ist.

3. Index der industriellen Produktion — Erhohte industrielle
Produktion im Januar 1982

Der vorlaufige Index der industriellen Produktion der Gemein-
schaft belief sich im Januar 1982 auf 113,6 (1976=100}
und liegt damit 1,7% uber dem des Vergleichsmonats von
1981. Saisonbereinigt betrug die Produktion im Januar 1982
114,9 gegentiber 113,3 im Dezember 1981. Dieser Anstieg
gleicht den im Dezember 1981 verzeichneten Produktionsrick-
gang weitgehend aus. Der Anstieg im Januar erklért sich zu
einem guten Teil durch die Entwicklung der industriellen Pro-
duktion in der B.R. Deutschland (saisonbereinigt : +5,0% im
Januar 1982). In den drei tbrigen groRen Léndern deuten die
jungsten Tendenzen eher auf eine Stagnierung hin.

Es ist jetzt moglich, die Bilanz fur das Jahr 1981 zu ziehen.
Dabei zeigt sich, da® von den drei grofen Herstellungsberei-
chen die Grundstoff- und Produktionsguterindustrien sowie die
Verbrauchsgiterindustrien sich seit 1979 (hachster Produk-
tionsstand) im gleichen Sinne wie die gesamte industrielle
Produktion entwickelt haben : Rickgang um 2,9, bzw. 1,7% im
Jahre 1980, um 3,0 bzw. 2,5% im Jahre 1981; bei den
Investitionsgutern wurde jedoch ein Zuwachs um 3,9% im
Jahre 1980 und um 0,8% im Jahre 1981 verzeichnet.

In den einzelnen Industriezweigen war die Entwicklung 1981
unterschiedlicher :

— Im Schuh- und Bekleidungsgewerbe (NACE 45), Textilge-
werbe (NACE 43), Kraftfahrzeugbau (NACE 35) sowie bei der
Erzeugung und ersten Bearbeitung von Metallen (NACE 22)
setzte sich der 1980 begonnene Rickgang fort: die 1981
verzeichneten negativen Anderungsraten lauten jeweils
—8.2%, —6,0%, —5,2% und —2,0%.

— Nach einem Anstieg im Jahre 1980 ging die Produktion in
der Be- und Verarbeitung von Steinen und Erden (NACE 24)
1981 um 6,3% zurlck; die Herstellung von Metallerzeugnissen
(NACE 31), der Maschinenbau (NACE 32), die elektrotechni-
sche Industrie (NACE 34 : —2,2%), sowie die metallverarbei-
tende Industrie im aligemeinen (NACE 31-36 : —1,8%) ging
ebenfalls zurtck.

— Zu den Industriezweigen, in denen die Produktion 1981
wieder anstieg, nachdem sie 1980 zurickgegangen war, geho-
ren die Energiewirtschaft (NACE 11-16 : +2,0%]). die chemi-
sche Industrie (NACE 25/26 : +0.5%) sowie das Nahrungs-
und GenuBmittelgewerbe (NACE 41-42).

— Der Fahrzeugbau ohne Bau von Kraftfahrzeugen (NACE 36)
stellt einen Sonderfall dar. Hier stieg die Produktion 1980 um
7.6%, 1981 um 4,8%.

4. Stahl

Die Rohstahlerzeugung der Gemeinschaft (ohne Griechenland)
lag im Marz 1982 bei rd. 11,1 Miot. Sie war damit —
saisonbereinigt — um 3,1% niedriger als im Vormonat
(10.3 Miot nach Berichtigung) und erreichte auch nicht das
Ergebnis vom Marz 1981 (4 1,1%). Der Rickgang ergab sich
vor allem durch den Streik in der belgischen Stahlindustrie,




deren Produktion sich demzufolge gegenlber dem Vergleichs-
monat 1981 um 47% verringert hat.

Die Auftragseingdnge an Massenstahl sind im Januar 1982,
infolge schwacherer Nachfrage auf dem Binnenmarkt, weiter auf
7.3 Miot zurickgegangen (saisonbereinigt : —1,7%). Der
leichte Anstieg der Bestellungen aus Drittlandern erbrachte
keinen Ausgleich.

5. EG-Aussenhandel

In den drei Monaten bis Januar 1982 lagen die Ausfuhren in
Nicht-EG-Lander aus den 8 Mitgliedstaaten, fir die Daten
verfigbar sind, um 20% hoher als im entsprechenden Zeitraum
ein Jahr zuvor. Demgegenlber betrug der Anstieg fur den
Zeitraum August bis Oktober 1981, wiederum im Vergleich zu
dem entsprechenden Vorjahreszeitraum, mehr ais 309%. Dies
mag zum Teil auf das harte Winterwetter zuriickzufihren sein,
das in einigen Mitgliedstaaten im Dezember und Januar
herrschte. Die kurzlich verfugbar gewordenen Februar-Zahlen fir
Irland und D&nemark lassen eine gewisse Erholung der jahrli-
chen Wachstumsrate erkennen.

Die Zunahme der Einfuhren in den drei Monaten November
1981 bis Januar 1982 betrug gegeniiber dem entsprechenden
Zeitraum ein Jahr zuvor etwa 15%. Wenngleich das Handelsde-
fizit der Gemeinschaft mit der tbrigen Welt verglichen mit dem
Defizit von vor einem Jahr geringer geworden ist, zeigt sich
doch, daR die Besserung seit Mitte 1981 nur sehr langsam
vorangegangen ist.

6. EG-Binnenhandel

Die innergemeischaftlichen Einfuhren lagen in den drei Monaten
bis Januar 1982 um etwa 170% hoher als im selben Zeitraum
ein Jahr zuvor (dabei wurden lediglich Daten aus 8 der 10
Mitgliedstaaten zu Grunde gelegt). Das VK hatte die groRte
Einfuhrsteigerung (35%) zu verzeichnen, wihrend Belgien/
Luxemburg und Irland die niedrigste Rate hatten (69). Bei den
Ausfuhren war die Diskrepanz zwischen den einzelnen Mitglied-
staaten geringer.

7. Energie — Die Energiewirtschaft 1981 aus statistischer
Sicht

Die Angaben fur die wichtigsten GesamtgrofRen der Gesantener-
giebilanz fur das Jahr 1981 bestatigen — wenngleich erst
vorlaufig — die bei der Ausarbeitung der Teilergebnisse fur das

erste Halbjahr und die neun ersten Monate des Berichtsjahres
festgestellten Veranderungen in etwas abgeschwéchter Form.
Fur die Gemeinschaft insgesamt kennzeichnen folgende hervor-
stechende Tatsachen die Entwicklung der Lage auf dem Ener-
giesektor im Jahre 1981 gegeniiber 1980 :

— Der Bruttoinlandsverbrauch nimmt vor dem Hintergrund der
Wirtschaftsrezession (Ruckgang des Brutto-Inlandsprodukts um
0.5% und der Industrieproduktion um 2,19%) um 3,9% oder
36.5 Miot ROE ab.

— Der Brutto-Inlandsverbrauch weist bei den einzelnen Ener-
gietragern unterschiedliche Entwicklungen auf : von —9% bei
Erdél bis +319% bei Kernenergie. Das ist eine Folge der Politik
der Erddlsubstitutionen.

— Erhebliche Verschiebungen gab es beim Anteil des Erdéls
und der Kernenergie am Gesamtverbrauch : er sank bei Erdol
von 52,4% auf 48,6% und stieg bei Kernenergie von 4,5%
auf 6,29%.

— Die Primarenergieerzeugung erhdhte sich auf nahezu
22 Miot ROE (das entspricht einem Plus von 4,8%). Haupt-
sachlich daran beteiligt war die Kernenergie mit einem Plus von
31% und das Nordseetl mit einem Plus von 12%, wéahrend
die Steinkohleférderung um 0,5%, die Naturgasférderung um
3% zurlickgin.

— Die Nettoenergieeinfuhr {Einfuhr abzuglich Ausfuhr) sank um
83 Mio t ROE (15,6%), von denen 81 Mio auf Erddl entfielen.
Dies ist auf die schwache Energienachfrage und ein gréReres
Aufkommen aus Gemeinschaftsquellen zurtckzufihren.

— Die Entwicklung der Einfuhr wirkte sich sehr unterschiedlich
aus : bei Steinkohle betrug sie — 109%, bei Erd6l (Rohol und
Mineraldlerzeugnisse) — 18%, bei Naturgas + 5%.

— Dei Bestande an Rohol und Mineraldlerzeugnissen wurden
mit rd. 17 Miot ROE sehr stark abgebaut, wahrend die Stein-
kohlenhalden um 9 Miot ROE, die Naturgasbestinde um
3 Mio t ROE aufgestockt wurden.

— Die Energieabhangigkeit insgesamt sank deutlich unter
50%, genauer gesagt auf rd. 47%, die Erdélabhangigkeit auf
38%.

Eurostatistics — data for short-term economic analysis /s one of three
key Eurostat publications designed to give the reader an overview of the
most important quantitative information available for the Community and
Member States. The other publications in this series are Basic Statistics
giving data for a specific year, and Eurostat review with its summary -of
the Community in figures over the past 10 years.
A monthly publication with current economic data must be continually
adapted and updated. At the beginning of 1982 a major modification
took place with the inclusion of data for Greece and a change in
presentation. Totals for the 10-member Community are being
progressively introduced in 1982. Once sufficient data are available,
the base year 1975 which is fundamental to this publication will be
replaced with 1980. At a later stage it is planned to add data for the
two applicant countries, Portugal and Spain, as well as for the United
States and Japan.
Four kinds of information are published in Eurostatistics. Pages 9 and
10 offer an article ‘In brief’ which looks at the latest trends in the data
available. Pages 15 to 20 provide the reader with a visual presentation
of the most important economic series for the Community and the
Member States. Starting on page 23 there are 56 pages of ‘Community
tables’. This section contains data harmonized by Eurostat on the basis
of common criteria. The most recent data are provisional and in some
_cases estimated by Eurostat. Finally there is a section ‘Tables by
country” which contains a selection of economic indicators most often
used in each country. These are national series based on national
definitions. For comparison a table for the United States is also
included.
For all series, historical data are available on request from Eurostat's
data bank Cronos. Statistical bulletins on unemployment. prices,
industrial production, balance of payments, external trade and energy
are also published monthly or quarterly. Eurostatistics itself contains an
absolute minimum of methodological notes. Detailed information on
definitions and methodology may be obtained from Eurostat.
Eurostatistics /s published at the end of each month in a single edition
in German, English and French. A supplement with translations of titles
and explanatory notes exists in Danish, Greek, Italian and Dutch, and it
is available on request.
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Eurostatistics : In brief

1. Unemployment

At the end of March 1982 there were 10.5 million registered
unemployed persons in the European Community of the “Nine”,
amounting to 9.5% of the civilian working population. The
decrease in the number of registered unemployed. which is
normal at the end of Winter and beginning of Spring, is less
marked than usual this year. When the figures are corrected for
seasonal variation there is thus a further increase compared
with the previous month. However, although the seasonally-
adjusted figures have been rising regularly by about 2% per
month since mid-1980, this is now the second month in which
the rate of growth appears to have slowed to about 19%.

The less rapid growth in unemployment in the Community of
Nine stems mainly from relative stabilisation of unemployment
in the United Kingdom and Belgium (albeit at very high levels of
3 million and 500 thousand respectively), in France (about
2 million) and Luxembourg (approximately 2 000). On the other
hand, reductions between February and March 1982 in the
numbers of persons registered at public employment offices in
FR Germany and the Netherlands are substantially less than is
usually the case. The increase in unemployment therefore
remains very marked in these countries, where increases over
12 months have been 50% and 4 1% respectively.

At the end of March there were 3.9 million young people aged
under 25 registered as unemployed, compared with 3.2 million
at the same time last year. Young unemployed represent
37.2% of all unemployed in the Community, although the
proportion varies from 229% in Germany, about 30% in Ireland
and Denmark, to around 40% in France, the Netherlands,
Belgium, Luxembourg and the United Kingdom and reaches
nearly 489% in Italy. It is notable that the growth in unemploy-
ment has touched both young and oder persons in practically
the same way for, in all countries, the proportion of young
among all unemployed has remained practically unchanged by
comparison with the previous year whilst the total has risen by
between 15% and 50%.

2. Consumer prices

The consumer price index for the European Community in
March 1982 was 0.9% higher than in February. The change on
the previous month was 1.1% in France, 1.0% in the Nether-
lands, 0.9% in ltaly, the United Kingdom and Denmark. In
Belgium {0.29%) and Luxembourg (0.19%) it was low because of
measures taken after the devaluation. In the Federal Republic of
Germany the increase was 0.2% and in Greece 3.3%.

During the past 12 months or so, the increase compared with
the same month a year earlier has been relatively stable at
between 12 and 13% for the European Community. This
contrasts sharply with a marked slow-down in the rates of
increase shown by the similar series for the USA and for Japan.

3. Index of industrial production — Production in the Com-
munity stronger in January 1981

The provisional index of industrial production in the Community
for January 1982 stood at 113.6 (1975=100), an increase of
1.7% compared with the same month of the previous year.
After seasonal adjustment the January 1982 production figure
was 114.9, compared with 113.3 in December 1981. This
increase largely balances out the fall recorded in December
1981. The improvment in January was due largely to the
increase in industrial production in the Federal Republic of
Germany (+5.0 points in January 1982 after seasonal adjust-
ment). However, recent trends in the other three major coun-
tries indicate stagnating production.

It is now possible to take stock of 1981 as a whole. Of the
three main categories of products, intermediate goods and
consumer goods have, since 1979 (the peak production year),
followed the general trend in industrial production, the respec-
tive falls being of the order of —2.9% and —1.7% in 1980
and —3.0% and —-2.5% in 1981. Production of capital
goods, on the other hand, increased by 3.9% in 1980 and
0.8% in 1981.

A rather more varied picture emerges for 1981 production at
branch level :

— the footwear and clothing industry (NACE 45), the textile
industry (NACE 43), motor vehicles (NACE 34) and the produc-
tion and preliminary processing of metals (NACE 22) continued
the decline which was first recorded in 1980, the 1981 figures
being —8.2%., —6.0%, —5.2% and —2.0% respectivelly;

— after an improvement in 1980, production slumped again in
1981 in the industries concerned with the manufacture of
non-metallic mineral products (NACE 24 : —6.3%), the manu-
facture of metal articles (NACE 31), mechanical engineering
(NACE 32}, electrical engineering (NACE 34: —2.2%) and
metal transforming industries in general (NACE 31-36:
—1.8%);

— the industries in which production rallied in 1981 after a fall
in 1980 included the energy sector (NACE 11-16: +2,0%),
the chemical and man-made fibres industries (NACE 25/26 :
+0.5%) and the food, drink and tobacco industry
(NACE 41/42);

— manufacturing of means of transport other than motor vehi-
cles (NACE 36) is a special case, production having increased
by 7.6% in 1980 and 4.8% in 1981.

4. Steel

Community production of crude steel {excluding Greecs) in
March 1982 reached 11.1 mio t. This figure (deseasonalized)
is 3.19% lower than that of the previous month {which rose to
10.3 mio t. after rectification) and does not even reach the level
of March 1981 (—1.10b). This drop results essentially from the
decline of production in Belgian (strikes in the iron and steel
industry : —47% compared with March 1981).

In January 1982, new orders (ordinary steels) dropped again
noticeably, reaching 7.3 mio t. (1.7% deseasonalized) : this
reduction was caused mainly by a decrease in demand on the
home market which was not compensated for by the slight
increase of new orders from third countries.




5. Extra-EC Trade

In the three months to January 1982, exports to non-EC states
from the eight member states for which data is available were
20 per cent up on the corresponding period twelve months
before. This compares with a year on year rise of over 30 per
cent for the period August-October 1981. This may be partially
attributable to the severe winter conditions afflicting certain
member states in December and January. The February figures
for Ireland and Denmark which have recently become available
show some recovery in the annual rate of growth.

The year on year rise in imports over the three month period
November 1981 — January 1982 was around 15 per cent.
Though the Community’s trade deficit with the rest of the world
has been reduced when compared with that of a year ago, the
rate of improvement appears to have been quite slow since the
middle of 1981.

6. Intra-EC Trade

Intra-EC imports in the three months to January 1982 were
around 17 per cent higher than the same period the year before
(based on data from eight of the ten member states only). The
UK had the highest import growth (35 per cent), whilst Bel-
gium-Luxembourg and Ireland had the lowest {6 per cent).
There was less disparity in the export performances of individual
member states.

7. Energy — Statistical Aspects of the energy economy in
1981

Although still provisional, the data on the main aggregates of
the overall energy balance sheet for 1981 confirm, in a some-
what less pronounced form, the changes apparent from an
analysis of the interim results for the first six and the first nine
months of the year.

For the Community as a whole, the salient features of the
developing energy situation in 1981 as compared with 1980
may be summarized as follows :
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— a 3.9% drop in gross domestic energy consumption, corres-
ponding to a reduction of 36.5 million tonnes oil equivalent, in
a context of economic recession (a drop of 0,5% in gross
domestic product and 2.1% in industrial output),

— differing trends in gross consumption of energy from the
various energy sources, ranging from —99% for oil to +31%
for nuclear energy derived from energy policies which substitute
other energy sources for oil;

— an appreciable shift in the proportions of total consumption

.accounted for by oil and nuclear energy, which changed from

52.4% to 48.6% and from 4.5% to 6.2% respectively;

— an increase of almost 22 million toe (i.e. + 4,89%) in
primary energy production, largely attributable to nuclear energy
{+319%) and crude oil from the North Sea (+ 129%), whereas
there was a fall in the production of coal (—0.5%) and natural
gas {(—3%j);

— a drop of 83 million toe {— 15.6%) in net energy imports
(imports minus exports), of which 81 million toe were
accounted for by oil, as a result of the low leve! of energy
demand and greater availability of Community resources,

— the wide scatter of the percentage changes in different types
of imports: —10% for coal, —18% for oil (crude oil and
petroleum products) and + 5% for natural gas,

— considerable running down of stocks of crude oil and petro-
leum products, by about 17 million toe, and stocking of
9 million toe of coal and 3 million toe of natural gas;

— a reduction of overall dependence on external sources of
energy to a level well below 50% (about 47%), and a corres-
ponding limitation of dependance on oil to 38%6.

The reader’s attention is drawn to the effect that for technical
reasons it has not been possible to include all Greek and
EUR 10 data in the section External Trade {Tables 079-135). In
addition, the terms “intra-EC" and “Extra-EC” signify intra 9 and

Eurostatistiques — données pour l'analyse de la conjoncture est /'une
des trois publications clés d’Eurostat, destinées a donner au lecteur un
apercu des informations quantitatives les plus importantes disponibles
concernant la Communauté et les Etats membres. Les autres
publications de cette série sont les Statistiques de base fournissant des
données pour une année spécifique déterminée et la Revue de
I'Eurostat qui passe en revue dix ans de la Communauté sous forme de
tableaux chiffrés.

Une publication mensuelle contenant des données économiques
conjoncturelles d’actualité doit étre continuellement adaptée et mise a
Jour. Au début de 1982, une modification importante est intervenue
avec linclusion de données concernant la Grece et un changement de
présentation. Des totaux pour la Communauté de dix membres seront
progressivement introduits en 1982. Lorsque l'on disposera de
données en nombre suffisant 'année 1975 — année de référence
pour cette publication — sera remplacée par 1980. Il est prévu
ultérieurement d‘ajouter les données concernant les deux pays
candidats a I'adhésion — a savoir I'Espagne et le Portugal — ainsi que
pour les Etats-Unis et le Japon.

Eurostatistiques publie quatre types d’informations. Les pages 13 et 14
contiennent un article « En bref » dans lequel les dernieres tendances
pouvant étre dégagées a partir des données disponibles sont
examinées.

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Eurostatistiques : En bref

1. Chémage

A la fin du mois de mars 1982, la Communauté Européenne
des neuf comptait 10,5 millions de chémeurs enregistrés, soit
un taux de chémage de 9,5% de la population active civile. La
décroissance du nombre brut des chémeurs enregistrés, habi-
tuelle & la fin de I'hiver et au début du printemps, est cette
année moins marquée que normalement. On assiste donc a une
nouvelle augmentation des chiffres corrigés des variations sai-
sonniéres par rapport au mois précédent. Toutefois, alors que
ces valeurs montaient réguliérement depuis la mi-1980 au
rythme d’environ +2% chaque mois, ¢’est maintenant le deu-
xiéme mois que ce taux de croissance semble se réduire aux
environs de + 1%.

La croissance moins accélérée du chémage dans la Commu-
nauté des neuf résulte essentiellement d'une certaine stabilisa-
tion du chémage au Royaume-Uni et en Belgique (aux niveaux
toutefois trés élevés de respectivement 3 millions et 500 000),
en France (autour de 2 millions) et au Luxembourg (environ
2 000). Par contre les diminutions du nombre des personnes
inscrites auprés des bureaux de placement en Allemagne et aux
Pays-Bas entre février et mars 1982 sont largement inférieures
4 celles qui sont enregistrées habituellement. La croissance du
chémage reste donc trés vive dans ces pays ou |'augmentation
sur un an a été respectivement de + 5009 et 41%.

A la fin du mois de mars, il y avait 3,9 millions de jeunes de
moins de 25 ans inscrits auprés des bureaux de placement
contre 3,2 millions & la méme épogue l'année derniére. Les
jeunes chémeurs représentent ainsi 37,2% de I'ensemble des
chémeurs dans la Communauté; cette part est toutefois trés
différente suivant les pays puisqu’elle est de 22% en Allema-
gne, environ 30% en Irlande et au Danemark, autour de 40%
en France, aux Pays-Bas, en Belgique, au Luxembourg et au
Royaume-Uni et atteint prés de 48% en ltalie. Assez remarqua-
blement, I'accroissement du chdmage a touché pratiquement de
la méme maniére les jeunes et les moins jeunes puisque pour
tous les pays la part des jeunes dans le total du chémage est
restée presque inchangée par rapport & l'année derniére, alors
méme que le nombre des chémeurs a augmenté de 159 &
5006 au cours de cette période.

2. Prix & la consommation

L'indice des prix & la consommation pour I'ensemble de la
Communauté Européenne en mars 1982 est en hausse de
0.9% par rapport a I'indice de février. Cet accroissement est de
1.1% en France, de 1% au Pays-Bas, de 0,9% en l[talie, au
Royaume-Uni et au Danemark, tandis qu’en Belgique et au
Luxembourg il est trés réduit (respectivement 0,2% et 0,196 &
la suite des mesures prises aprés la dévaluation). L'accroisse-
ment est de 0,2% en RF d’Allemagne et de 3,3% en Gréce.

Au cours des 12 derniers mois le rythme d'évaluation des prix
— par rapport au méme mois de I'année précédente — a été
relativement stable et compris entre 12 et 13% pour la Com-
munauté Européenne. Ceci contraste avec le ralentissement
sensible du rythme de I'évolution des prix pour les séries

correspondantes aux USA et au Japon.

3. Indice de la production industrielle — Bonne tenue de la
production industrielle dans la Communauté en janvier
1982.

L'indice provisoire de la production industrielle dans la'Commu-
nauté pour le mois de janvier 1982 s'établit a 113,6
(1975=100), et dépasse de 1,7% le chiffre du mois corres-
pondant de 1981. Aprés correction des variations saisonniéres,
la production de janvier 1982 s’inscrit 8 114,9, contre 113.3
en décembre 1981. Cette hausse compense donc largement la
baisse de la production enregistrée en décembre 1981. La
hausse de janvier s’expligue en bonne partie par celle qu'a
connu la production industrielle en Allemagne (+ 5.0 points en
janvier 1982, aprés désaisonnalisation). Quant aux trois autres
grands pays, les tendances les plus récentes y sont plut6t & la
stagnation.

Le bilan de I'année 1981 qu’il est maintenant possible de
dresser montre qu’au niveau des trois grands regroupements de
produits, les biens intermédiaires et les biens de consommation
ont suivi depuis 1979 (l'année du sommet de production)
I'évolution de la production industrielle en général : baisses
respectives de —2,9% et —1,7% en 1980 et de —3,0% et
—2,5% en 1981; les biens d’investissement, par contre, ont
marqué des progressions de +3.9% en 1980 et +0,8% en
1981.

Au niveau des différentes branches, I'évolution en 1981 a été
plus hétérogéne :

— les industries de la chaussure et le I'habillement (NACE 45),
du textile (NACE 43), de I'automobile (NACE 35), et celle de la
production et premiére transformation des métaux (NACE 22)
ont continué le mouvement de baisse entamé en 1980 et ont
enregistré en 1981 des baisses respectives de —8,2%,
—6,0%, —5,2% et —2,0%:

— aprés avoir enregistré des hausses en 1980, la production a
marqué une baisse en 1981 dans les branches des produits
minéraux non métalliques (NACE 24 : —6,3%), de la fabrica-
tion d'ouvrage en métaux (NACE 31), de la construction de
machines (NACE 32), de la construction électrique et électroni-
que (NACE 34 : —2,2%) et dans les industries transformatrices
de métaux en général (NACE 31-36 : —1,8%);

— parmi les branches ou la production a repris en 1981, aprés
une baisse en 1980, figurent celles de [‘énergie (NACE
11-16 : +2,0%), de la chimie (NACE 25/26 : +0.5%) et de
I'alimentation-boisson-tabac (NACE 41-42);

— la branche de la construction de matériel de transport autre
que automobiles (NACE 36) présente un cas particulier, la
production ayant augmenté de 7,6% en 1980 et de 4,8% en
1981.

4. Acier

En mars 1982, la production communautaire d’acier brut {sans
la Grece) a atteint 11.1 mio t. Ce chiffre est inférieur de 3,1%
(désaisonnalisé) & la production du mois précédent (qui aprés
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rectification s’était élevée 8 10,3 mio t) et n'arrive méme pas au
niveau du mois de mars 1981 (—1,1%). Cette diminution
résulte essentiellement de la baisse de production en Belgique
(& cause de la gréve dans la sidérurgie : —47% par rapport au
mois de mars 1981).

En janvier 1982, les commandes nouvelles (aciers courants)
ont, avec 7.3 mio t, enregistré une nouvelle baisse (1.7%
désaisonnalisée) sensible surtout sur le marché intérieur et qui
n‘a pas été compensée par la légére augmentation enregistrée
avec les pays tiers.

6. Commerce extra-communautaire

Pour les trois mois jusqu’en janvier 1982, les exportations vers
les pays tiers des huit pays membres dont les données sont
disponibles ont augmenté de 20% par rapport & la méme
période il y a douze mois. En revanche, le chiffre comparable
pour les trois mois aolt-octobre 1981 était de 30%. Ceci peut
atre expliqué en partie par les conditions climatiques rudes dans
plusieurs pays membres aux mois de décembre et de janvier.
Les chiffres de I'llande et du Danemark pour le mois de février
qui sont disponibles depuis peu indiquent une reprise modérée
des taux de croissance annuels.

L'augmentation sur douze mois des importations pour la
période novembre 1981-janvier 1982 était de 15%. Bien que
le déficit commercial de la Communauté avec e reste du
monde soit en diminution par rapport & celui d'il y a douze
mois, le taux d'amélioration semble é&tre ralenti depuis
mi-1981.

6. Commerce intra-communautaire

Les importations intra-communautaires pour les trois mois jus-
qu'en janvier 1982 ont augmenté de 179% par rapport & la
méme période de I'année précédente (sur la base des données
de huit membres seulement). Le Royaume-Uni a connu le taux
de croissance le plus élevé (+35%) tandis que Belgique,
Luxembourg et Irlance ont enregistré 6% seulement. il y avait
moins de divergence dans les chiffres pour les exportations des
états membres.

7. Energie — Aspects statistiques de I'économie énergéti-
que en 1981.

Les données relatives aux principaux agrégats du bilan global
de I'énergie pour l'année 1981, bien qu'encore provisoires,
confirment, d’'une facon un peu plus atténuée, les évolutions
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constatées lors de |'élaboration des résultats partiels du premier
semestre et des neufs premiers mois de I'année en question.
Pour la Communauté dans son ensembe, les faits saillants,
caractérisant I'évolution de la situation énergétique de l'année
1981 par rapport & celle de 1980, peuvent étre résumes
ainsi :

— Diminution de la consommation intérieure brute d’énergie de
3,9% correspondant a une réduction de 36,5% millions de
tonnes d’équivalent pétrole, dans un contexte de récession
économique (baisse de 0,56% du produit intérieur brut et de
2.1% de la production industrielle).

— Evolution divergente des consommations intérieures brutes
des différentes sources d'énergie, allant de —9% pour le
pétrole & +319% pour I'énergie nucléaire, inhérente a la politi-
que de substitution du pétrole.

— Modificiation sensible des parts du pétrole et de I'énergie
nucléaire dans la consommation totale, qui passent respective-
ment de 52,4% & 48.6% et de 4,5% & 6.2%.

— Augmentation de la production primaire d’énergie de prés
de 22 millions de tep (soit +4,8%), attribuable essentiellement
4 I'énergie nucléaire +310 et au pétrole brut de la Mer du
Nord + 12%, tandis que diminuaient |'extraction de houille
(—0.5%) et celle de gaz naturel {—39%%).

— Réduction des importations nettes (importations moins
exportations) d’énergie de 83 millions de tep (—15,6%), dont
81 millions pour le pétrole, explicable par la faiblesse de la
demande énergétique et par une plus grande disponibilité de
ressources communautaires.

— Distribution trés dispersée des évolutions des importations :
— 10% pour la houille, —18% pour le pétrole (pétrole brut et
produits pétroliers) et + 5% pour le gaz naturel.

— Déstockage important, de I'ordre de 17 millions de tep. de
pétrole brut et de produits pétroliers et stockage de I'équivalent
de 9 millions de tep pour la houille et de 3 millions de tep pour
te gaz naturel.

— Chute de la dépendance énergétique totale largement en
dessous de 50%, soit environ 47%, et corrélativement dépen-
dance vis-a-vis du pétrole limitée 4 38%.
