Die Veréffentlichung Eurostatistik — Daten zur Konjunkturanalyse /st
eine von drei Schlisselverdffentlichungen des Eurostat, die dem Leser
einen Uberblick (iber die wichtigsten quantitativen Daten geben sollen,
die fir die Gemeinschaft und die Mitgliedstaaten zur Verfigung stehen.
Die anderen Verdffentlichungen in dieser Reihe sind Statistische
Grundzahlen mit Daten fiir ein bestimmtes Jahr sowie Eurostat-Revue
mit einem Zehnjahresiberblick tber die Gemeinschaft in Zahlen.

Eine monatliche Verdffentlichung mit laufenden Wirtschaftsdaten mul3
stdndig angepalSt und auf den neuesten Stand gebracht werden. Zu
Beginn des Jahres 1982 wurde mit der Einbeziehung von Daten fir
Griechenland und der Abwandlung der Aufmachung eine bedeutende
Anderung vorgenommen. Im Laufe des Jahres 1982 werden nach und
nach Gesamtzahlen fur die 10 Mitgliedstaaten der Gemeinschaft
aufgenommen. Sobald geniigend Daten zur Verfigung stehen, wird das
Basisjahr 1975, das die Grundlage fiir diese Verdffentlichung bildet,
durch das Jahr 1980 ersetzt werden. Zu einem spéteren Zeitpunkt ist
vorgesehen, Daten fir die beiden beitrittswilligen Lénder Portugal und
Spanien sowie fir die Vereinigten Staaten und Japan hinzuzufigen.

Es werden vier Arten von Daten in Eurostatistik verdffentlicht. Auf den
Seiten 5 und 6 findet sich ein Artikel ,Kurz notiert”, der sich mit den
jungsten Tendenzen bei den verfigbaren Daten befa3t. Die Seiten 15
bis 20 enthalten eine schematische Darstellung der wichtigsten
wirtschaftlichen Reihen fir die Gemeinschaft und die Mitgliedstaaten.
Die Seite 23 ist die erste von 56 Seiten mit , Gemeinschafistabellen”.
Dieser Abschnitt enthélt von Eurostat auf der Grundlage von
Gemeinschaftskriterien harmonisierte Daten. Die neuesten Daten sind
vorldufig und in einigen Féllen von Eurostat geschétzt. SchlieBlich
enthélt die Veréffentlichung noch einen Abschnitt , Léndertabellen”, der
eine Auswahl der in jedem Land am héufigsten verwendeten
Konjunkturindikatoren enthélt. Hierbei handelt es sich um nationale
Reihen auf der Grundlage nationaler Definitionen. Zu Vergleichszwecken
ist auch eine Tabelle fiir die Vereinigten Staaten enthalten.

In allen Féllen stehen auf Anfrage Zeitreihen tiber die Cronos-Datenbank
des Eurostat zur Verfigung. Es werden auBerdem statistische Bulletins
Giber Arbeitslosigkeit, Preise, industrielle Produktion, Zahlungsbilanzen,
AuBBenhandel und Energie monatlich oder vierteljhrlich veréffentlicht. In
Eurostatistik se/bst ist ein absolutes Minimum an Erléuterungen zur
Methodik enthalten. Ausfiihrliche Informationen Uber Definitionen und
Methodik sind bei Eurostat erhéitlich.

Eurostatistik wird am Ende eines jeden Monats in einer gemeinsamen
Ausgabe fiir Deutsch, Englisch und Franzésisch verdffentlicht. Dartiber
hinaus steht auf Anfrage eine Ergénzung mit Ubersetzung der Titel und
der Erlduterungen ins Dénische, Griechische, Italienische und
Niederléndische zur Verfigung.
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Eurostatistik : Kurz notiert

1. Hochste Arbeitslosenquote seit dem Krieg

Ende September 1982 wurde die bisher hbchste Zahi von
11,2 Millionen Arbeitslosen in der Gemeinschaft der Neun
registriert, das entspricht 10,196 der zivilen Erwerbspersonen.
Zum ersten Mal seit dem 2. Weltkrieg tibersteigt die Arbeitslo-
senqguote wie in den Vereinigten Staaten auch in der Gemein-
schaft die Schwelle von 10%. Die mit 3% recht starke
Zunahme von August bis September ist teilweise auf saisonale
Einflusse zurickzufihren. Die Zahlen fir September schliessen
auch eine bedeutende Zahl von Schulabgangern ein, die noch
keinen Arbeitsplatz gefunden haben. Die saisonbereinigten Zah-
len weisen dennoch darauf hin, daB die Arbeitslosigkeit im
September stirker als im Vormonat zugenommen hat (2,1%
gegeniiber 1,3%).

Die héchste Arbeitslosenquote ist Ende September 1982 mit
14,8% in Belgien zu verzeichnen, gefolgt von Irland und dem
Vereinigten Konigreich mit 13%. Die Niederlande und Italien
liegen nur knapp Uber dem Gemeinschaftsdurchschnitt, wah-
rend D&nemark und Frankreich mit 99 leicht unter diesem
Durchschnittswert zaugieren. Die niedrigsten Quoten finden sich
in Luxemburg (1,3%) und in der Bundesrepublik Deutschland
(6.9%). Die Verschlarfung der Arbeitsmarktlage wird bei einem
Vergleich mit September 1981 besonders deutlich. Fir die
Gemeinschaft der Neun betrdgt die Zunahme der Arbeitslosig-
keit 18,5%. Ein weitaus grosserer prozentualer Zuwachs war in
der Bundesrepublik Deutschland zu verzeichnen (+44,9%),
wiahrend Frankreich den geringsten Zuwachs aufweist
(+9.8%).

2. Verbraucherpreise im September 1982

Der Verbraucherpreisindex fur die EG insgesamt stieg zwischen
August und September 1982 um 0.7%. Ein bedeutender
Anstieg wird aus Griechenland gemeldet, wo die Verbraucher-
preise um 2,7% stiegen, nachdem sie zwischen Juni und
August um etwa 2% zurlckgegangen waren. Bedeutende
Anstiege waren auch in italien (1,4%), in Belgien (1.2%) und
in Danemark (1,0%)} zu verzeichnen. In der Bundesrepublik
Deutschiand (0,3%), in Frankreich (0,49), den Niederlanden
(0.6%) und Luxemburg (0.7%) stiegen die Preise langsamer,
wihrend der Einzelhandelspreisindex im Vereinigten Konigreich
leicht unter dem Wert des Vormonats lag und somit zum vierten
Mal hintereinander fast unverdndert blieb. Die Steigerungsrate
der letzten 12 Monate fur EUR 10 insgesamt betrug 10,3%. In
der Bundesrepublik Deutschland (+4,9%), den Niederlanden
(+5.1%) und im Vereinigten Konigreich (+7.3%) waren die
Preiszuwachse bedeutend niedriger. Steigerungsraten um den
Gemeinschaftsdurchschnitt  werden aus Belgien (+9,4%),
Luxemburg (+9.5%)., Dénemark (+9.7%) und Frankreich
(+10.19%) gemeldet. Uber dem Gemeinschaftsdurchschnitt
lagen die Zahlen in Irfand (+179), Italien (+17%) und Grie-
chenland (+ 20%).

3. Index der industriellen Produktion — keine Anzeichen
von Verbesserung im Juli

Aus Frankreich und Belgien liegen noch keine Zahlen fiir Juli
1982 vor, deshalb kann die Entwicklung fir diese Monat nur
unvollstindig wiedergegeben werden. Eine erste Analyse der
indizes 4Rt jedoch erkennen, dafl die Produktion weiterhin
gering war, wodurch sich eine Entwicklung fortsetzt, die zum
ersten Mal im Juni registriert wurde. Ruckgange in der Produk-
tion verglichen mit Juli 1981 waren in Griechenland
(—10.7%), Danemark (~6.89), der BR Deutschiand
(—4.7%). Luxemburg (—4,6%), ltalien (—4,5%), den Nieder-
landen (—2,2%) und Irland (—0.49%) zu verzeichnen. Nur im
Vereinigten Konigreich erhdhte sich die Produktion (+0,9%);
fur alle acht L&nder zusammen belduft sich der gewichtete
Ruckgang auf 3,5%.

Ganz abgesehen von der Tatsache, dal diese Angaben zu
unvolistdndig sind, um eine Analyse auf Gemeinschaftsebene
zuzulassen (das Gesamtgewicht der meldenden Lénder bel4uft
sich auf etwa 75%)}, kommt hinzu, daR der Monat Juli traditio-
nell durch Betriebsferien gekennzeichnet ist, was zu erheblichen
Produktionsausfallen fihrt. Der Umfang dieser Ausfdlle hangt
dariiber hinaus noch von dem Ferienkalender ab, der sich von
Jahr zu Jahr verschieben kann. Dies trifft insbesondere fur die
BR Deutschiand zu, wo der Verlust von 4,79 im Juli 1982
gegentber Juli 1981 vermutlich auf eine entsprechend grés-
sere Konzentration der Schulferien zurtickzufihren sein durfte.
Daher féllt es besonders schwer, die konjunkturelle Tendenz
ausschlieBlich auf der Grundlage des Monats Juli zu beurteilen,
jedenfalls missen wohl erst die August-Ergebnisse abgewartet
werden, bevor eine eingehendere Analyse der Entwicklung mdg-
lich ist.

4. Eisen und Stahl — die riickldufige Tendenz in der Pro-
duktion hilt an

Die Rohstahlerzeugung der Gemeinschaft (ohne Griechenland)
hat sich im September 1982 gegeniiber dem sehr schwachen
Vormonatsergebnis um 5,9% (saisonbereinigt) erhoht, blieb
aber um 22,1% unter dem Ausstol vom September 1981. Die
von Januar bis September 1982 erzeugte Rohstahimenge war
um 7% niedriger als im Vergleichszeitraum 1981. Der Auf-
tragseingang an Massenstahl hat mit 6,2 Mio t von Juni auf Juli
1982 kaum noch zugenommen (saisonbereinigt + 1,8%). Die
Auftragsentwicklung zeigte ab Januar 82 verglichen mit dem
entsprechenden Vorjahresniveau deutlich sinkende Tendenz :
Erstes Vierteljahr 1982 gegeniber dem ersten Vierteljahr
1981 : —0,7%; zweites Vierteljahr 1982 gegeniiber dem
zweiten Vierteljahr 1981 ;| —16.2%:; Juli 1982 gegenuber Juli
1981 : —29,2%.

6. Energiewirtschaft — die Kohlewirtschaft im ersten Halb-
jahr 1982

Wahrend des ersten Halbjahres 1982 zeigte die Entwicklung
der Kohlefbrderung und des Kohleabsatzes unterschiedliche
Trends. Eine Erhdhung der Gesamtnachfrage um 3 Miot
gegeniiber dem ersten Halbjahr 1981 schuf den Anreiz fir die




Kohlewirtschaft in der Gemeinschaft, sich folgendermalien auf

die Lage einzustelien :

— mit einer splrbaren Verlangsamung der Zunahme der Hal-
denbestdnden (2,6 Miot gegeniiber 7,2 Miot im entspre-
chenden Vorjahreszeitraum);

— mit einer leichten Riicknahme der Férderung und der Einfuhr
aus Drittldnde (zusammen um 1,5 Mio t);

— mit einer Produktivitdtssteigerung bei den Zechen (neuer
Leistungsrekord von 444 kg je Arbeiter/Stunde)} bei gleich-
zeitiger Verminderung der Zah! der angelegten Arbeiter unter
Tage.

Jedoch unterstreichen die Rekordhthe der Haldenbestidnde

sowie die ersten Ergebnisse des zweiten Halbjahres 1982 die

Grundschwiche der Kohlewirtschaft.

Die Erzeugung der Kokereien ist hingegen bei der im ersten

Halbjahr 1981 verzeichneten Hthe stabil geblieben, wobei sich

die Bestande gegeniber dem Stand von 1981 um 300 000 t

verringerten.

6. EG-Aussenhandel

In den ersten sieben Monaten des Jahres 1982 stiegen die
EG-Ausfuhren in Drittldinder gegentber dem entsprechenden
Vorjahreszeitraum um 13% (ohne den Aussenhandel der
Niederlande und des Vereinigten Konigreichs, fur die noch
keine Angaben vorliegen). Die bereits im zweiten Vierteljahr
registrierte Verlangsamung der Ausfuhrzunahme hielt auch im
Juli und August an, im Juli lag der Aussenhandel um 3% unter,
im August (auf der Grundiage von 6 Léndern) um 8% uber den
Werten der entsprechenden Vorjahresmonate.

Die Einfuhren aus Drittldndern nahmen in den ersten sieben
Monaten dieses Jahres gegentiber dem Zeitraum Januar — Juli
1981 um 10% zu (ohne Einfuhrangaben der Nierderlands).
Wenn auch das Handelsdefizit fur die Gemeinschaft insgesamt
in diesem Zeitraum abnahm, sind zwischen den einzelnen L&nd-
ern grofle Unterschiede festzustellen. Insbesondere in Deutsch-

land war eine starke Zunahme des Auflenhandelsiiberschusses
zu verzeichnen, wahrend in anderen Lindern, hauptsidchlich in
Frankreich nach der jingsten Abwertung. die AuRenhandelsde-
fizite weiter zunahmen.

7. innergemeinschaftlicher Handel

Der innergemeinschaftliche Handel lag in den ersten sieben
Monaten des Jahres 1982 um 15% Uber dem des entspre-
chenden Vorjahreszeitraums (bei der Berechnung wurden die
Einfuhrdaten aller Mitgliedstaaten mit Ausnahme der Nieder-
lande zugrunde gelegt). In den letzten Monaten lag die durch-
schnittliche jahrliche Zunahme deutlich unter 10%, in Irland
und Belgien/Luxemburg waren besonders niedrige Einfuhrzu-
wachsraten zu verzeichnen.

8. Finanzen

Die Notenbank der USA senkte ihre Leitzinsen mit Wirkung vom
11. Oktober erneut um einen halben Punkt (von 10% auf
9,5%). womit der amerikanische Diskontsatz zum ersten Mal
seit Juli 1979 unter der « 109%-Marke » liegt. Auch in Europa
setzte sich der Trend zu sinkenden Zinsen fort. So ermiRigte
sich der belgische Diskontsatz von 12,5% auf 12,0%, der
Diskontsatz der deutschen Bundesbank von 796 auf 6% und
der Diskontsatz der niederldndischen Bank in zwei Etappen von
7% auf 69.

Technischer Hinweis

Wegen eines Streiks im offentlichen Dienst im Vereinigten
Konigreich ist es zur Zeit nicht méglich, AuRenhandelsdaten fir
den Zeitraum Februar bis August 1981 fur das VK und EUR 10
zu verdffentlichen. AuBerdem kénnen aus technischen Grinden
die meisten AuRenhandelsdaten fiir Griechenland und EUR 10
ebenfalls nicht verdffentlicht werden. Samtliche Reihen werden
so bald wie méglich vervollstdndigt werden.



Notice

Eurostatistics — data for short-term economic analysis is one of three
key Eurostat publications designed to give the reader an overview of the
most important quantitative information available for the Community and
Member States. The other publications in this series are Basic Statistics
giving data for a specific year, and Eurostat review with its summary of
the Community in figures over the past 10 years.

A monthly publication with current economic data must be continually
adapted and updated. At the beginning of 1982 a major modification
took place with the inclusion of data for Greece and a change in
presentation. Totals for the 10-member Community are being
progressively introduced in 1982. Once sufficient data are available,
the base year 1975 which is fundamental to this publication will be
replaced with 1980. At a later stage it is planned to add data for the
two applicant countries, Portugal and Spain, as well as for the United
States and Japan.

Four kinds of information are published in Eurostatistics. Pages 9 and
10 offer an article ‘In brief’ which looks at the latest trends in the data
available. Pages 15 to 20 provide the reader with a visual presentation
of the most important economic series for the Community and the
Member States. Starting on page 23 there are 56 pages of ‘Community
tables’. This section contains data harmonized by Eurostat on the basis
of common criteria. The most recent data are provisional and in some
cases estimated by Eurostat. Finally there is a section ‘Tables by
country’ which contains a selection of economic indicators most often
used in each country. These are national series based on national
definitions. For comparison a table for the United States is also
included.

For all series, historical data are available on request from Eurostat’s
data bank Cronos. Statistical bulletins on unemployment, prices,
industrial production, balance of payments, external trade and energy
are also published monthly or quarterly. Eurostatistics itself contains an
absolute minimum of methodological notes. Detailed information on
definitions and methodology may be obtained from Eurostat.
Eurostatistics /s published at the end of each month in a single edition
in German, English and French. A supplement with translations of titles
and explanatory notes exists in Danish, Greek, ltalian and Dutch, and it
is available on request.
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Eurostatistics: In Brief

1. Unemployment — highest level since the war

There were 11.2 million persons registered as unemployed in
the Community of Nine at the end of September 1982, the
highest figure recorded up to the present time. This represents
10.1% of the total civilian working population. The unemploy-
ment rate in the Community — as in the United States — thus
passes above the 10% mark for the first time since the second
world war. The fairly considerable increase of 3% in the figure
of total unemployment between August and September is partly
attributable to seasonal influences. The September figure also
includes a substantial number of school leavers who have not
yet entered employment. Nevertheless the seasonally adjusted
figures indicate a greater increase in unemployment during
September than in the previous month (2.19b as against
1.3%).

At the end of September 1982 the highest unemployment rate
was registered in Belgium with 14.8%, followed by Ireland and
the United Kingdom with 13%. The Netherlands and ltaly are
slightly above the Community average while the rates for Den-
mark and France at 9%, are slightly under this average. The
lowest unemployment rates are in Luxembourg (1.3%) and the
F.R. of Germany (6.9%). The deterioration in the labour market
situation emerges clearly from a comparison with September
1981. For the Community of Nine the number of unemployed
has risen by 18.5%. A much greater percentage increase was
recorded in the F.R. of Germany (+44.9%) while the lowest
increase was noted in France (+9.8%). .

2. Consumer prices in September 1982

The consumer price index for the EC rose by 0.7 from August
to September 1982. A substantial increase was reported from
Greece, where consumer prices rose by 2.70b, after having
dropped by about 2.0% from June to August. Significant
increases were also recorded in ltaly (1.4%), in Belgium
(1.2%), and in Denmark (1.09%). Prices rose more slowly in
Germany (FR) 0.3%, France 0.4%, the Netherlands (0.6%b)
and Luxembourg (0.79b)}, whereas the UK retail price index was
slightly below the level of the previous month, it now being for
the fourth consécutive month practically at the same level. The
increase over twelve months for EUR 10 was 10.3%. The
increases were substantially lower in Germany (+4.9%), the
Netherlands (+5.19%)} and the UK (+7.3%). Increases near to
the Community average were recorded in Belgium (+ 9.4%b),
Luxembourg (+9.5%), Denmark (+9.7%) and France
{10.1%b). Well above the Community average were the figures
for Ireland {4 179), ltaly {+179) and Greece (+ 209).

3. Index of industrial production — no signs of improve-
ment in July

Figures for July 1982 are not yet available for France and
Belgium and so there is only an incomplete picture for trends in

July. However, initial analysis of the indices indicates that

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production remained weak, thus continuing the trend which first
become evident in June. Falls in the level of production com-
pared with July 1981 were recorded in Greece (—10.7%),
Denmark (—6.8%), Germany (—4.7%b). Luxembourg
(—4.6%), Italy (—4.5%), the Netherlands (—2.29%) and lIre-
land (—0.4%). The United Kingdom was the only country to
record an increase in production (+0.9%) for all eight coun-
tries together the weighted fall was of the order of 3.509b.

Quite apart from the fact that these figures are too incomplete
for the purposes of analysis at Community level (the total
weighting of the reporting countries amounting only to about
759), it must be remenbered that the month of July tradition-
ally sees lots of works closing for annual holidays, with a
resultant substantial loss of production, the magnitude of these
losses depending also on the holiday timetable, which may vary
from one year to the next. This is particularly true of the FR of
Germany, where the 4.7% loss in production in July compared
with the same month in 1981 is probably due to more works
holidays falling in July this year than last year.

It is therefore an extremely tricky matter to try to assess
short-term economic trends on the basis of July alone, and one
shall certainly have to wait for the August results to become
available before a more detailed analysis can be made.

4. Iron and Steel — downward tendency in production
continues

In September 1982 production of crude steel for the Commu-
nity (ex Greece), at 8.4 mio t., showed an increase of 5.9%
(deseasonalized) compared with the very low month of August.
This figure is 22.1% below that for September 1981. The first
nine months of 1982 have brought a fall of 7% in production
compared with the corresponding period of 1981. New orders
(ordinary steels) in July 1982, at 6.2 mio t., are at a level
scarcely above that of the preceding month (+ 1.8 deseasonal-
ized); but the trend in the first seven months of 1982 com-
pared with the same months of the previous year indicates a
downward tendency. The first quarter of 1982 compared with
the first quarter of 1981: —0.7%, the second quarter of 1982
compared with the second quarter of 1981: —16.2%. July
1982 compared with July 1981: 29.266.

6. Energy — Coalmining activity in the first half of 1982

During the first half of 1982 coal production and sales showed
divergent evolutive trends. The coalmining sector in the Com-
munity was stimulated by a rise in overall demand of 3 million
tonnes compared with the first half of 1981, which produced
the following reactions:

— a considerable reduction in the rate of increase in pithead
stocks (2.6 million tonnes compared with 7.2 in the corres-
ponding period in 1981);

— a slight decrease in production and imports from third
countries {of 1.5 million tonnes overall),
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— increased productivity in the mines (a record 444 kg per
man hour) accompanied by a reduction in the number of
miners employed underground.

However, the record levels of total colliery stocks and the first

figures for the second half of 1982 underline the coal econo-

my’s basic weakness.

Production in the coking plants remained at the same level as in

the first half of 1981, with a reduction in stocks of 300 000

tonnes from the level at the end of 1981.

6. Extra-EC Trade

In the first seven months of 1982, Community exports to third
countries were 13% higher compared with the corresponding
period of the year before (excluding the trade of the Nether-
lands and the UK, for which data is not yet available). The
slowing down in the growth of exports noticed in the second
quarter continued in July and August, with trade in July being
3% lower and that in August 8% higher (based on six coun-
tries} than the corresponding months of 1981.

Imports from third countries in the first seven months of this
year were 10% higher than in January-July 1981 (calculated
without data from the Netherlands). Though the overall trade
deficit of the Community therefore was reduced in this period,
there were marked disparities between individual countries. In
particular, Germany enjoyed a large increase in its trade surplus,
whilst some other countries, notably France after its recent
devaluation, have seen their trade deficits widen.

7. Intra-EC Trade

Community trade was 15% higher in the first seven months of
this year than in the corresponding period of 1981 {(in terms of
the value of imports, without data from the Netherlands).
However in recent months, the year on year rise has been well
below 10%, with lIreland and Belgium-Luxembourg having
particularly low growth in imports.

8. Finances

The US Federal Reserve reduced the Prime Rate as of 11th
October by a further half point (10—9.5%) and thus for the
first time since July 1979 the American discount rate fell below
the 10% Mark. The drop in interest rates continued in Europe
as well. The Belgian discount rate fell from 12.5% to 12%, the
Bundesbank discount rate fell from 7 to 6% and the Neder-
landsche Bank brought down its rate in two stages from 7 to
6%.

Technical note

Because of a civil-service strike in the UK it is not possible for
the moment to publish external trade figures for February to
August 1981 for UK and EUR 10. In addition most external
trade data for Greece and EUR 10 cannot be published because
of technical reasons. All series will be completed as soon as
possible.

Eurostatistiques — données pour |'analyse de la conjoncture est /‘une
des trois publications clés d’Eurostat, destinées a donner au lecteur un
apergu des informations quantitatives les plus importantes disponibles
concernant la Communauté et les Etats membres. Les autres
publications de cette série sont les Statistiques de base fournissant des
données pour une année spécifique déterminée et la Revue de
I'Eurostat qui passe en revue dix ans de la Communauté sous forme de
tableaux chiffrés.

Une publication mensuelle contenant des données économiques
conjoncturelles d‘actualité doit étre continuellement adaptée et mise a
jour. Au début de 1982, une modification importante est intervenue
avec l'inclusion de données concernant la Grece et un changement de
présentation. Des totaux pour la Communauté de dix membres seront
progressivement introduits en 1982. Lorsque I'on disposera de
données en nombre suffisant 'année 1975 — année de référence
pour cette publication — sera remplacée par 1980. Il est prévu
ultérieurement d‘ajouter les données concernant les deux pays
candidats & I'adhésion — a savoir I'Espagne et le Portugal — ainsi que
pour les Etats-Unis et le Japon.

Eurostatistiques publie quatre types d'informations. Les pages 13 et 14
contiennent un article « En bref » dans lequel les dernieres tendances
pouvant étre dégagées a partir des données disponibles sont
examinées. Les pages 15 a 20 fournissent au lecteur une présentation
visuelle des séries économiques les plus importantes pour la
Communauté et les Etats membres. Des « tableaux communautaires »
sont présentés sur 56 pages a partir de la page 23. Cette section
contient des données harmonisées par Eurostat sur la base de critéres
communs. Les données les plus récentes sont provisoires et, dans
certains cas, estimées par Eurostat. Enfin, la section « tableaux par
pays » contient une sélection des indicateurs économiques les plus
souvent utilisés dans chaque pays. Ce sont des séries nationales
fondées sur des définitions nationales. A des fins de comparaison, un
tableau concernant les Etats-Unis est également inclus.

Pour toutes les séries, des données historiques sont disponibles sur
demande auprés de la banque de données d’Eurostat CRONOS. Les
bulletins statistiques sur le chémage, les prix, la production industrielle,
la balance des paiements, le commerce extérieur et I'énergie sont
également publiés sur une base mensuelle ou trimestrielle. En soi,
Eurostatistiques contient un minimum de notes méthodologiques. Une
information détaillée concernant les définitions et la méthodologie
peut-étre obtenue auprés d’Eurostat.

Eurostatistiques est publié a la fin de chaque mois dans une seule
édition en allemand, anglais et francais. Un supplément contenant les
traductions des titres et des notes explicatives existe en danois, grec,
italien et néerlandais et est disponible sur demande.
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Eurostatistiques : En bref

1. Chdmage — le niveau le plus élevé depuis la guerre

Avec 11,2 millions de chdmeurs les bureaux de placement
dans la Communauté des neuf ont enregistré a la fin du mois
de septembre 1982 le plus haut chiffre de chomage atteint
jusqu’'a présent. Il correspond 3 10,1% de la population active
civile. Le taux de chdmage dans la Communauté — de méme
qu‘aux Etats-Unis — dépasserait ainsi pour la premiére fois
depuis la 22 guerre mondiale le seuil des 10%b. L'augmentation
relativement forte de 380 en chiffres bruts entre aolt et septem-
bre 1982 peut en partie &tre attribuée 3 des influences saison-
niegres. Le mois de septembre connait encore une arrivée
importante des jeunes sortant de I'école et non encore intégrés
au travail. Néanmoins les données corrigées des variations
saisonniéres indiquent une augmentation du nombre des ché-
meurs encore plus forte que celle du mois dernier (2,19% contre
1.3%).

Fin se)ptembre 1982 le taux de chémage le plus élevé était
enregistré en Belgique avec 14,89 suivi par I'lrlande et le
Royaume Uni avec 13%b. Les Pays-Bas et I'ltalie se situent
légérement au dessus de la moyenne communautaire des neuf,
alors que les taux pour le Danemark et la France sont avec 9%
légérement en-dessous de cette moyenne. Les taux de cho-
mage les moins élevés se trouvent au Luxembourg (1,3%) et
en R.F. d'Allemagne (6,990). L'aggravation continue de la
situation du marché du travail ressort particuli¢rement d'une
comparaison avec septembre 1981. Pour la Communauté des
neuf on constate une augmentation du nombre des chémeurs
de 18,5%0b. L'accroissement a toutefois été bien plus important
en R.F. d'Allemagne {44,9%):. I'accroissement le plus faible a
été enregistré en France avec 9,8%.

2. Les prix & la consommation en septembre 1982

L'indice des prix & la consommation de la Communauté
(EUR 10) a augmenté de 0.7% entre ao(t et septembre 1982.
On constate une hausse substantielle de 2,7% en Gréce, mais
elle succéde 3 une baisse de prix de 2% en juin et aodt. Des
hausses significatives sont aussi observées en ltalie (1,4%). en
Belgique (1,2%) et au Danemark {1,0%). Des hausses plus
limitées sont enregistrées en RF d'Allemagne (0.3%), en
France (0.4%), aux Pays-Bas (0.6%) et au Luxembourg
(0.79%). Par contre au Royaume-Uni, on constaste une trés
légére baisse, I'indice est pratiquement [—] pour le quatriéme
mois consécutif [au méme niveau]. Le rythme de hausse en un
an pour la Communauté {EUR 10) est maintenant de 10,3%.
Les hausses étaient nettement moins importantes en Allemagne
(+4.9%). aux Pays Bas {+5,1%) et au Royaume Uni
(+ 7.3%). Des hausses proches de la moyenne communautaire
ont été enregistrées en Belgique (+9.4%), au Luxembourg
{+9.59%), au Danemark (9.70b) et en France (10.19). Des
chiffres bien au-dessus de la moyenne communautaire ont été
constatés pour l'lrlande (+17.000). I'ltalie (+17,09%) et la
Gréce (+20.0%).

3. Indice de la production industrielle — signes de faiblesse
au mois de juillet 1982

Les premiers chiffres disponibles pour le mois de juillet ne
couvrent pas la France et la Belgique et ne dégagent donc
qu‘une impression partielle de I'évolution au cours de ce mois.
Une premiére analyse de ces indices fait cependant apparaitre
une certaine faiblesse de la production en juillet, poursuivant
ainsi un mouvement dont les premiers signes s’étaient manifes-
tés en juin. On a enregistré, en effet, des baisses par rapport au
mois de juillet 1981 en Gréce (—10,79%), au Danemark
(—6.890), en Allemagne (—4.7%), au Luxembourg {—4,6%),
en ltalie {—4,5%) aux Pays Bas (—2,2%) et en Irlande
(—0.4%). Le Royaume Uni était le seul pays ayant vu sa
production augmenter (0,99%). Pour I'ensemble des pays ayant
transmis un indice pour juillet, la perte par rapport & juillet
1981 se chiffre 8 3,5%.

Au fait que ces données sont trop incomplétes pour permettre
une analyse au niveau communautaire (la pondération totale de
ces pays ne représente que 75 % environ), il faut ajouter que le
mois en question est traditionnellement caractérisé par les
fermetures pour raison de congé, causant des pertes de produc-
tion importantes. L'ampleur de ces pertes de production est en
outre fonction du calendrier des fermetures, lequel peut varier
d’année en année; ceci est notamment le cas en R.F. d’Allema-
gne, ou la perte de 4,7% du mois de juillet par rapport 3 juillet
1981 est probablement due & une plus grande concentration
des fermetures en juillet qu'en 1981.

Il est donc particuliérement difficile de juger de la tendance de
la conjoncture sur la base du seul mois de juillet et il faudra
sans doute attendre que les données pour le mois d’ao(t
deviennent disponibles pour qu‘une analyse plus poussée des
variations soit possible.

4. Acier — la baisse de production se maintient

En septembre 1982 la production d’acier brut de la CE (sans la
Gréce) avec 8.4 mio t a connu une augmentation de 5,9%
(désaisonnalisée) par rapport au trés faible mois d'aolt. Ce
chiffre est inférieur de 22,19% & celui du mois de septembre
1981. Les neuf premiers mois de I'année 1982 se soldent par
une baisse de production de 7% par rapport & la période
correspondante de 1981. Les commandes nouvelles (aciers
courants), en juillet 1982 se situent, avec 6,2 mio t a un
niveau & peine plus élevé que le mois précédent (+ 1.8 désai-
sonnalisé); mais I'évolution des sept premiers mois de I'année
1982 comparés aux mémes de I'année précédente se traduit
par une tendance a la baisse : 1¢r trimestre 1982 par rapport
au 1er trimestre 1981 : —0,7%, 2e trimestre 1982 par rapport
au 2e trimestre 1981 : —16,2%:; juillet 1982 par rapport &
juillet 1981 : —29,20%.

5. Energie — I'activité charbonniére au cours du premier
semestre 1982

Le premier semestre 1982 se caractérise par une évolution
diversifiée de la production et du marché de la houille. En effet,
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stimulée par une hausse de la demande globale de 3 millions

de tonnes par rapport au premier semestre 1981, |I'économie

charbonniére dans la Communauté a réagi par :

— un ralentissement sensible de I'augmentation des stocks
auprés des mines (2,6 millions de tonnes contre 7,2 dans
la période homologue en 1981);

— un faible recul de la production et des importations en
provenance des pays tiers {— 1,5 millions de tonnes pour
I'ensemble);

— un gain de la productivité dans les mines (niveau record de
444 kg par homme/heure) accompagné d’une diminution
du nombre des mineurs employés au fond.

Cependant, les stocks auprés des mines continuent 3 atteindre

des niveaux records et les données des premiers mois du

deuxiéme semestre soulignent la faiblesse de base de I'écono-
mie charbonniére.

De son c6té, la production des cokeries est demeurée égale a

celle du premier semestre 1981, avec une baisse du niveau

des stocks de 300 000 tonnes par rapport a la situation fin

1981.

6. Commerce extra-communautaire

Pour les sept premiers mois de 1982, les exportations de la
Communauté vers des pays tiers étaient 139 plus élevées par
rapport & la méme période de 1981 (les données pour les Pays
Bas et e Royaume Uni ne sont pas encore disponibles). Ce
ralentissement dans la croissance des exportations remarqué
lors du deuxiéme trimestre s'est prolongé en juillet et en aolt;
le commerce extérieur en juillet et en ao(t étant respectivement
de —3% et + 8% par rapport aux chiffres enregistrés pour les
mémes mois en 1981 (données pous six pays).

Les importations en provenance des pays tiers durant les sept
premiers mois de cette année étaient 10%b plus importantes
que pour la méme période en 1981 (sans données des Pays
Bas). Bien que le déficit global du commerce extérieur était
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moins élevé pour cette période, il y avait des divergences entre
les pays. En particulier, 1'‘Allemagne a connu une hausse dans
son surplus commercial, tandis que d’autres pays et notamment
la France aprés sa dévaluation récente, ont vu s'élargir leur
déficits.

7. Commerce intra-communautaire

Le commerce intra-communautaire a augmenté de 15% entre
les premiers sept mois de 1981 et la méme période de 1982
(en termes de valeurs, sans les données des Pays Bas). Toute-
fois, ces derniers mois la hausse sur les douze derniers mois se
trouvait bien en-dessous de 10%; l'ilande et Belgique —
Luxembourg ont enregistré un taux de croissance assez bas de
leurs importations.

8. Finances

Le 11 octobre la Banque Centrale des Etats-Unis a réduit le
Prime Rate d'un demi point supplémentaire (10— 9,5%) et pour
la premiére fois depuis juillet 1979 le taux d’escompte améri-
cain se trouvait en dessous de 10%. Cette baisse dans les taux
d’intérét s'est poursuivie en Europe également. Le taux d'es-
compte belge est passé de 12,5 a 12%, le taux allemand est
passé de 7 4 6% et ia Nederlandsche Bank a diminué son taux
en deux étapes de 7 4 6%.

Note technique

En raison des gréves dans les administrations publiques du
Royaume-Uni, les chiffres pour le commerce extérieur de février
a ao(t 1981 ne sont pas disponibles pour ce pays et EUR 10.
En outre la plupart des données du commerce extérieur pour la
Gréce et EUR 10 ne peut pas &tre publiée pour des raisons
techniques. Les séries seront complétées dés que possible.
