Die Verdffentlichung Eurostatistik — Daten zur Konjunkturanalyse /st
eine von drei Schlisselveréffentlichungen des Eurostat die dem Leser
einen Uberblick tiber die wichtigsten quantitativen Daten geben sollen,
die fur die Gemeinschaft und die Mitgliedstaaten zur Verfigung stehen.
Die anderen Veréffentlichungen in dieser Reihe sind Statistische
Grundzahlen mit Daten fir ein bestimmtes Jahr sowie Eurostat-Revue
mit einem Zehnjahresiiberblick iber die Gemeinschaft in Zahlen.

Eine monatliche Verdffentlichung mit laufenden Wirtschaftsdaten mul3
stdndig angepaldt und auf den neuesten Stand gebracht werden. Zu
Beginn des Jahres 1982 wurde mit der Einbeziehung von Daten fir
Griechenland und der Abwandlung der Aufmachung eine bedeutende
Anderung vorgenommen. Im Laufe des Jahres 1982 werden nach und
nach Gesamtzahlen fiur die 10 Mitgliedstaaten der Gemeinschaft
aufgenommen. Sobald gentgend Daten zur Verfigung stehen. wird das
Basisjahr 1975, das die Grundlage fir diese Veréffentlichung bildet,
durch das Jahr 1980 ersetzt werden. Zu einem spéteren Zeitpunkt ist
vorgesehen, Daten fiir die beiden beitrittswilligen Lénder Portugal und
Spanien sowie fur die Vereinigten Staaten und Japan hinzuzufigen.

Es werden vier Arten von Daten in Eurostatistik verdffentlicht. Auf den
Seiten 5 und 6 findet sich ein Artikel ,Kurz notiert”, der sich mit den
jungsten Tendenzen bei den verfigbaren Daten befal3t. Die Seiten 15
bis 20 enthalten eine schematische Darstellung der wichtigsten
wirtschaftlichen Reihen fur die Gemeinschaft und die Mitgliedstaaten.
Die Seite 23 ist die erste von 56 Seiten mit , Gemeinschaftstabellen”.
Dieser Abschnitt enthédlt von Eurostat auf der Grundlage von
Gemeinschaftskriterien harmonisierte Daten. Die neuesten Daten sind
vorldufig und in einigen Féallen von Eurostat geschétzt. Schiiel3lich
enthélt die Verdffentlichung noch einen Abschnitt _Léndertabellen”, der
eine Auswahl der in jedem Land am h&ufigsten verwendeten
Konjunkturindikatoren enthélt. Hierbei handelt es sich um nationale
Reihen auf der Grundlage nationaler Definitionen. Zu Vergleichszwecken
ist auch eine Tabelle fiur die Vereinigten Staaten enthalten.

In allen Féllen stehen auf Anfrage Zeitreihen (ber die Cronos-Datenbank
des Eurostat zur Verfigung. Es werden aulBerdem statistische Bulletins
tber Arbeitslosigkeit, Preise, industrielle Produktion, Zahlungsbilanzen,
AuBenhandel und Energie monatlich oder vierteljahrlich veréffentlicht. In
Eurostatistik selbst ist ein absolutes Minimum an Erlduterungen zur
Methodik enthalten. Ausfihrliche Informationen (ber Definitionen und
Methodik sind bei Eurostat erhéitlich.

Eurostatistik wird am Ende eines jeden Monats in einer gemeinsamen
Ausgabe fur Deutsch, Englisch und Franzésisch verdffentlicht. Dariber
hinaus steht auf Anfrage eine Ergénzung mit Ubersetzung der Titel und
der Erléuterungen ins Dédnische, Griechische, Italienische und
Niederldndische zur Verfigung.
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Eurostatistik : Kurz notiert

1. Arbeitslosigkeit — 12 Millionen Arbeitslose im Dezem-
ber 1982

Fur Ende Dezember 1982 wird die Zahl der eingeschriebenen
Arbeitslosen in der Gemeinschaft der Neun von EUROSTAT mit
etwa 12 Millionen angegeben (eine genaue Bestimmung der
Zahl in der bisherigen Form ist wegen einer Anderung der
Erfassung im Vereinigten Konigreich nicht mehr moglich). Das
entspricht einer Arbeitslosenquote, gemessen an den zivilen
Erwerbspersonen, von 10,8%.

Das Problem steigender Arbeitslosigkeit findet sich nicht nur in
den Mitgliedstaaten der Europaischen Gemeinschaft, sondern
insbesondere auch in Nordamerika. Die Arbeitskrafteerhebun-
gen weisen fdr die USA 12 Millionen und fur Kanada 1,4 Mil-
lionen Arbeitslose aus. Das entspricht einer Arbeitslosenquote
von 10,896 bzw. 12,7%.

Wie sehr sich das Problem steigender Arbeitslosigkeit in der
Gemeinschaft zugespitzt hat, wird insbesondere bei einem Ver-
gleich mit Dezember 1981 deutlich. Die Zah!l der Arbeitslosen
hat sich fur die Gemeinschaft der Neun um 16,7% erhtht. In
den einzelnen Mitgliedstaaten finden sich sehr unterschiedliche
Zunahmen. Die htchsten Steigerungen finden sich in den
Niederlanden (436,09}, in der Bundesrepublik Deutschiand
{+30.,59%) und in Irland (+27,5%). Die niedrigsten Zuwachs-
raten weisen Danemark (+2,69%) und Frankreich (+ 5,8%)
aus. Damit scheint sich in diesen beiden Mitgliedstaaten die
Arbeitslosigkeit auf hohem Niveau zu stabilisieren.

Selbst in Griechenland, das wegen seiner unterschiedlichen
Beschaftigungsstruktur nicht mit den Ubrigen Mitgliedstaaten
vergleichbar ist, hat die Arbeitslosigkeit um 34,406 zugenom-
men.

Besonders betroffen sind von dem Problem steigender Arbeits-
losigkeit jingere Personen. lhr Anteil betrug fir die Gemein-
schaft der Neun im September 1982 immerhin 4006,

2. Verbraucherpreisindex im Dezember 1982

Der Verbraucherpreisindex fur die EG insgesamt stieg zwischen
November und Dezember 1982 um 0,4%. In mehreren Land-
ern waren Rickgidnge zu verzeichnen (Danemark —0,5%,
Niederlande —0,3%, Vereinigtes Kdnigreich —0,209b, Belgien
—0,19%). Geringe Zuwachsraten, wie sie in Deutschland
(+0.29%) und Luxemburg (+0,3%) zu verzeichnen waren,
wurden durch Anstiege in ltalien (+0,7%), Frankreich
(+0.9%) und Griechenland (+ 1,59) mehr als ausgeglichen.

Die Inflationsrate, gemessen am Verbraucherpreisindex fur die
Gemeinschaft insgesamt tber den 1982 endenden Zeitraum
von 12 Monaten hinweg betragt 9,5%. Dies ist der geringste
Anstieg seit 1978. Die niedrigsten Steigerungsraten wahrend
des Jahres 1982 — d.h. von Dezember 1981 bis Dezember
1982 — wurden aus den Niederlanden (4,2%), Deutschland
(4,69%) und dem Vereinigten Kénigreich (5,49%) gemeldet.
Diesen Zuwachsraten stehen stdrkere Anstiege in Belgien
(8.1%), Danemark (9,09), Frankreich (9,8%), Luxemburg
(10.4%) und Irland (12,3%) gegeniiber. Noch bedeutendere

Anstiege wurden aus [talien (16,20b) und Griechenland
{19.19%) gemeldet.

Die entsprechenden Zahlen fur die zukunftigen Mitgliedstaaten
Spanien und Portugal betragen 12,0% bzw. 18,9%. In ande-
ren Landern, die haufig zu Vergleichen herangezogen werden,
liegt der Anstieg bei : Schweiz (6%), Osterreich (4,5%), Nor-
wegen (11%), Schweden (10%). Kanada (109%), Vereinigte
Staaten (4,59%) und Japan (29%).

3. Index des industriellen Produktion — Anhalten der riick-
laufigen Tendenz der industriellen Produktion im Oktober
1982

Der vorlaufige Index der industriellen Produktion in der Gemein-
schaft belief sich im Oktober 1982 auf 114,86 (1975=100)
und lag damit — seit Juni zum funften Mal in aufeinanderfol-
genden Monaten — deutlich unter der entsprechenden Zahl des
Vorjahres (—3,5%). In den ersten 10 Monaten des Jahres
1982 betragt der registrierte Produktionsriickgang gegentber
dem entsprechenden Zeitraum 1981 somit —1,10%; fur das
Gesamtjahr 1982 ist — falls die derzeitige Abschwéachungsten-
denz bis Dezember anhalten solite — mit einem Ruckgang um
—1,5% im Vergleich zu 1981 zu rechnen.

Der saisonbereinigte Index seinerseits ist seit seinem plétzlichen
Sturz im Juni 1982 anhaltend rucklaufig und hat im Oktober
lediglich 111,1 (1975=100) erreicht. Signifikant ist, da® die-
ser Index seit Juli unter 112,56 (1975=100), den Indexmittel-
wert des Jahres 1978, gesunken ist.

Aus der Entwicklung der industnellen Produktion in den vier
groBen Mitgliedstaaten der Gemeinschaft lassen sich hingegen
einige weniger ungtinstige Tendenzen ablesen, insbesondere in
Frankreich, wo im Oktober 1982 ein Anstieg um 1,4% (im
Vergleich zum saisonbereinigten Vormonat) zu verzeichnen war.
In Italien jedoch ist die Produktion im Oktober erneut stark
zurick gegangen (— 3% gegeniber September). Zu bemerken
ist schlieRBlich noch, daB die saisonbereinigten Zahlen fir das
Vereinigte Kénigreich fur die Monate August bis Oktober einen
Anstieg um 2,296 gegeniber denselben Zahlen fir die vorange-
gangenen drei Monate ausweisen.

4. Landwirtschaft — EG-Index der Erzeugerpreise landwirt-
schaftlicher Produkte

Den Vorschétzungen zufolge steigt der Gesamtindex der
Erzeugerpreise landwirtschaftlicher Produkte fur EUR 10 im
Jahre 1982 um 11,99 gegentber dem Vorjahr. Dabei dirften
die Erzeugerpreise fir pflanziiche und fiur tierische Produkte
etwa gleich zunehmen. Die Zuwachsraten haben dieselbe Gros-
senordnung wie im vergangenen Jahr : Zwischen 1980 und
1981 betrug die Preissteigerung fur landwirtschaftliche Pro-
dukte insgesamt 11,406,

Der starkste Preisanstieg ist in Griechenland (+22,4%),
Luxemburg (+ 16,79%) und lItalien (+16,79%) zu verzeichnen.
In den beiden letztgenannten L&éndern liegt somit eine
Beschleunigung gegenuber dem Vorjahr vor, wahrend fur Grie-




chenland eine Verlangsamung festzustellen ist. In Danemark
(+12,19%), Frankreich (+ 12,09%) und Belgien {(+ 10,2%]) ent-
spricht der Anstieg voraussichtlich etwa dem Gemeinschafts-
durchschnitt. In diesem drei Staaten durften die Preise etwas
stidrker als im letzten Jahr steigen. SchlieBlich werden Irland
(+9.090), das Vereinigte Kdnigreich (+6,8%) und vor allem
die Bundesrepublik Deutschland und die Niederlande (+ 3,2%)
die niedrigste Steigerungsrate aufweisen. Sie wird voraussicht-
lich unter dem zwischen 1980 und 1981 registrierten Preisan-
stieg liegen. In der Bundesrepublik Deutschland und den
Niederlanden durften die Preise der pflanzlichen Erzeugnisse
sogar leicht fallen.

5. Energie — Weltrohél- und -naturgasforderung

Die Weltrohtlférderung erreichte 1981 2 866 Mio. t und ging

damit gegeniber 1980 um 6,6% zurtck.

Die Entwicklung verlief im wesentlichen wie folgt :

— Die Foérderung der OPEC-Lander ging stark zuriick
(—15.6%). so daR deren Anteil an der Weltférderung von
43,7% im Jahre 1980 auf 39,3% zurickging. Davon
waren insbesondere betroffen : Nigeria —33,2%, Libyen
—35,9%, Irak —66%, Kuwait —28,8%, lran — 15%.

— Nach Kontinenten bzw. Wirtschaftsrdumen :

— In Afrika sowie im Nahen und Mittleren Osten : Ruck-
gang der Forderung (—22% bzw. —15%), vor allem
bedingt durch die Entwicklung in den OPEC-Landern.

— In Amerika : stagnierende Forderung bei leichtem Forder-
rickgang in den Vereinigten Staaten (— 196) und einem
abrupten Forderriickgang in Kanada (—9,6%), der zum
Teil durch eine Zunahme der Fdrderung in Mexiko
(+12,49%) wettgemacht wurde.

— In der UdSSR : gleichbleibende Fordermenge; das Land
nimmt immer noch den ersten Platz unter den Fordertan-
dern ein.

— Zehnergemeinschaft : starke Erhéhung der Férderung, vor
allem aufgrund der verstarkten ErschlieBung der briti-
schen Vorkommen in der Nordsee. Dadurch stieg der
Anteil der Gemeinschaft in der Weltférderung auf 3,4%.

Die Weltnaturgasférderung stieg 1981 gegeniiber (1 546 Mrd.

m3) um 2,8%.

In samtlichen Regionen aufler in der Zehnergemeinschaft

(—2.,6%) nahm die Férderung leicht zu. Die Vereinigten Staa-

ten sind weiterhin das wichtigste Forderland (35,9% der Welt-

férderung).

6. Versorgung der Kraftwerke und Kokereien mit Stein-
kohle — Erstes Halbjahr 1982

Die Steinkohlelieferungen an die dffentlichen Kraftwerke und die
Kokereien, die 86% der Lieferungen insgesamt ausmachen,
sind ein wichtiger Indikator fur die Lage der Kohlewirtschaft.
Daher ist ein Vergleich des ersten Halbjahres 1982 mit dem
entsprechenden Zeitraum des Vorjahres von grofRem Interesse.
Die umfassende Untersuchung zeigt, dal die Krise der Kohle-
wirtschaft trotz der unterschiedlichen, teilweise sehr dynami-
schen Entwicklung der verschiedenen Komponenten (wie z.B.
bei der Aufgliederung der Steinkohlelieferungen nach Herkunfts-
landern) anhalt. Tats&chlich ergibt sich aus der Analyse, daR die
bei den Lieferungen festzustellenden Erhdhungen hauptsichlich
auf Verlagerungen von Bestinden von der Erzeugern zu den
Verbrauchern zuriickzufihren sind. Fur die vier Erzeugerlander

der Gemeinschaft ergibt sich beim Vergleich mit dem ersten
Halbjahr 1981 fur :

— die Belieferung der Kraftwerke + 1,43 Millionen Tonnen
— die Belieferung der Kokereien + 1,35 Millionen Tonnen.
Bei den Steinkohlebestidnden war indessen von Ende Dezember
1981 bis Ende Juni 1982 die folgende Entwicklung zu
verzeichnen :

— Bestande bei den Kraftwerken + 1,49 Millionen Tonnen

— Bestande bei den Kokereien + 0,94 Millionen Tonnen

— Bestande bei den Zechen + 2,60 Millionen Tonnen
Die Steinkohlebestande nahmen somit im ersten Halbjahr 1982
insgesamt um 5 Millionen Tonnen zu, was in etwa der Erzeu-
gung Belgiens oder Frankreichs im selben Zeitraum (3.3 bzw.
9.3 Millionen Tonnen) entspricht.

7. EG-Handel mit den AKP-Léndern

Die zehn Lander der Gemeinschaft importierten 1981 Waren im
Werte von etwas mehr als 16 Milliarden ECU aus den AKP-
Landern. Dies sind ungefsdhr 2,8% der gesamten Gemein-
schaftsimporte und 5.4% der Importe aus Nicht-EG-Landern.
Die Gemeinschaft hat normalerweise ein Handelsdefizit mit den
AKP-L&andern — 1978 und 1981 waren seit 1970 die einzigen
Jahre, in denen die Exporte die Importe Gberwogen.

Westafrika war die grofite AKP-Lieferzone fur die Gemeinschaft.
Dies ist zuruckfuhren auf die Bedeutung des von Nigeria und
Gabun, dem groften bzw. drittgroRten AKP-Lieferland, expor-
tierten Ols. Frankreich, Deutschland und die Niederlande waren
die fuhrenden Lander fur Importe aus Westafrika und bezogen
zu dritt mehr als drei Viertel der gesamten westafrikanischen
Exporte an die Gemeinschaft. Zentralafrika, mit dem zweitgroB-
ten AKP-Lieferland Zaire, zshlt Belgien, Luxemburg und Frank-
reich zu seinen Hauptabnehmerldndern aus der Gemeinschaft.
Das Vereinigte Konigreich und Deutschland sind die grofiten
EG-Mérkte fur die ubrigen AKP-Zonen.

Auf die zehn Lander der Gemeinschaft entfielen 1980 etwas
mehr als die Halfte der Importe in Industrieldander. Die zukinfti-
gen EG-Mitgliedstaaten Spanien und Portugal importierten wei-
tere 3%. Diese Mengenverhaltnisse sind seit 1975 nahezu
unverdndert geblieben. Hingegen haben die Vereinigten Staaten
aufgrund wachsender Energieimporte ihren Anteil zwischen
1975 und 1980 um 3% auf 36.6% erhoht. Der Anteil der
Gemeinschaft wirde auf 65% steigen, der der Vereinigten
Staaten auf 159% fallen, wenn der Handel mit Energieerzeugnis-
sen von den Gesamtzahlen ausgenommen wére.

Der EG-Anteil an den Exporten von Industrieldndern in die
AKP-Staaten stieg von 53% 1975 auf etwas mehr als 619 im
Jahr 1980.

8. Finanz

Griechenland hat die Abwertung der Drachme um 15,5% mit
Wirkung vom 10. Januar 1983 angekindigt; dabei hat sich
Griechenland auf eine Klausel in seinem Vertrag mit der EWG
berufen um die Einfuhr bestimmter Guter auf dem Stand von
1980 (letztes Jahr vor dem Beitritt) zu halten. Die Drachme ist
nicht dem EWS angeschlossen und flottiert seit 1981
gegenuber die anderen Hauptwéahrungen.

Mitte Dezember hat die US Federal Reserve den Diskontsatz
von 9 auf 8,56% herabgesetzt und Mitte Januar hat die Neder-
landische Bank seinen Diskontsatz von & auf 4,5% herabge-
setzt. Im letzten Monat bilden diese Ereignisse zusammen mit
dem bis Mitte Januar fortdauernden Sturz des Pfund Sterling
auf einen Tiefstand von 1,6485 ECU die Hauptmerkmale der
Finanzwelt.

Zu erwdhnen ist auch das prinzipielle Abkommen zwischen den
10 fuhrenden Industrienationen, die Gesamtmittel des IWF auf
mindestens 509 zu erhdben.



Notice

Eurostatistics — data for short-term economic analysis /s one of three
key Eurostat publications designed to give the reader an overview of the
most important quantitative information available for the Community and
Member States. The other publications in this series are Basic Statistics
giving data for a specific year, and Eurostat review with its summary of
the Community in figures over the past 10 years.

A monthly publication with current economic data must be continually
adapted and updated. At the beginning of 1982 a major modification
took place with the inclusion of data for Greece and a change in
presentation. Totals for the 10-member Community are being
progressively introduced in 1982. Once sufficient data are available,
the base year 1975 which is fundamental to this publication will be
replaced with 1980. At a later stage it is planned to add data for the
two applicant countries, Portugal and Spain, as well as for the United
States and Japan.

Four kinds of information are published in Eurostatistics. Pages 9 and
10 offer an article ‘In brief” which looks at the latest trends in the data
available. Pages 15 to 20 provide the reader with a visual presentation
of the most important economic series for the Community and the
Member States. Starting on page 23 there are 56 pages of ‘Community
tables’ This section contains data harmonized by Eurostat on the basis
of common criteria. The most recent data are provisional and in some
cases estimated by Eurostat. Finally there is a section Tables by
country” which contains a selection of economic indicators most often
used in each country. These are national series based on national
definitions. For comparison a table for the United States is also
included.

For all series, historical data are available on request from Eurostat’s
data bank Cronos. Statistical bulletins on unemployment, prices,
industrial production, balance of payments, external trade and energy
are also published monthly or quarterly. Eurostatistics itself contains an
absolute minimum of methodological notes. Detailed information on
definitions and methodology may be obtained from Eurostat.
Eurostatistics is published at the end of each month in a single edition
in German, English and French. A supplement with translations of titles
and explanatory notes exists in Danish, Greek, ltalian and Dutch, and it
is available on request.
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Eurostatistics: In brief

1. Unemployment — Twelve million unemployed in Decem-
ber 1982

EURQOSTAT estimates that there were approximately 12 million
registered unemployed in the Community of the Nine at the end
of December 1982 (The precise total can no longer be deter-
mined as in the past in view of a change in the make-up of the
unemployment total in the United Kingdom). This represented
10.89% of the total civilian working population.

The problem of rising unemployment exists not only in the
Member States of the European Community but also, in particu-
lar, in North America. Labour force surveys show that there are
12 million unemployed in the USA and 1.4 million unemployed
in Canada, representing unemployment rates of 10.8% and
12.79% respectively.

A comparison with December 1981 illustrates how serious the
problem of rising unemployment in the Community has
become. Since that date, the number of unemployed persons in
the Community of the Nine has increased by 16.7%. These
increases differ widely from country to country. the largest rises
occurring in the Netherlands (+36%), the FR of Germany
(+30.5%) and lreland (+27.5%). the smallest in Denmark
(+2.6%) and France (+5.8%). In the latter two countries,
unemployment would appear to be stabilizing albeit at a high
level.

Even in Greece, which is not comparable with the other Mem-
ber States owing to its different employment structure, unem-
ployment went up by 34.496 over the same period.

Young people are particularly affected by rising unemployment;
in September 1982, they accounted for 40% of all unem-
ployed persons.

2. The Consumer Price Index In December 1982

The consumer price index for the European Community rose by
0.4% from November to December 1982. There were dec-
reases in a number of countries {Denmark —0.5%, Netherlands
—0.3%, the United Kingdom —0.2% and Belgium —0.1%).
Low increases registered in Germany {0.2%) and Luxembourg
(0.3%) were more than offset by increases in Italy {0.7%).
France (0.99%} and Greece (1.5%).

The rate of inflation as measured by the consumer price index
for the Community as a whole over the 12 months to end
1982 is 9.5%, the smallest increase since 1978. The lowest
increases during the year 1982 — i.e. from December 1981 to
December 1982 — were reported from the Netherlands
(4.2%)., Germany (4.69%) and the United Kingdom (5.4%).
These increases may be compared with the rather higher
increases in Belgium (8.1%), Denmark (9.0%), France (9.8%).
Luxembourg {10.4%) and Ireland (12.3%). More significant
increases were reported in Italy (16.29%) and Greece (19.10b).

The corresponding figures for the applicant member states,
Spain and Portugal, are about 12.0% and 18.9% respectively.
For other countries with which comparison is often made, the
order of increases is : Switzerland (6%), Austria (4.5%), Nor-

way (11%), Sweden {10%), Canada (10%), the United States
(4.5%) and Japan (2%).

3. Index of industrial production — continuing downward
trend in industrial production in October 1982

The provisional index of industrial production in the Community
for October 1982 stood at 114.6 (1975=100), well below
the corresponding figure for the previous year (—3.59%) for the
fifth consecutive month since June. The loss in production
recorded for the first ten months of 1982 compared with the
same period in 1981 was thus — 1.106, from which a total loss
of —1.5% can be deduced for the whole of 1982 compared
with 1981, assuming that the current negative trend carries on
into December.

The seasonally adjusted index has declined continually since its
sharp fall in June 1982 to reach a level of only 111.1
(1975=100) in October. It is significant that since July this
index has fallen below 112.5 (1975=100), level which cor-
responds to the average index for the year 1978.

The trend in industrial production in the four large Community
countries, however, reveals several less gloomy signs, espe-
cially in France where an increase of 1.4% (compared with the
previous month, seasonally adjusted) was recorded for October
1982. In ltaly, on the other hand, production fell sharply again
in October (— 3% compared with September). Finally, it may be
noted that the de deseasonalised figures for the United King-
dom for the months August-October show a 2.2% rise on the
same figures for the preceding three months.

4. Agriculture — EC index of producer prices of agricultural
products

According to the forecasts, the overall index of producer prices
of agricultural prices for EUR 10 is likely to increase in 1982
by 11.9% compared with the previous year with producer
prices of crop products and those of animal products rising at
almost the same rate. These figures are in line with those of the
previous year, as the increase for all agricultural products
between 1980 and 1981 was 11.4%.

The sharpest increases are expected in Greece {+22.49p),
Luxembourg (+ 16.79%) and Italy (+ 16.79). This would repre-
sent a further acceleration in the upward movement for the
latter two countries, but a levelling off in the case of Greece.
The rise is expected to be near the Community average in the
case of Denmark (+12.1%), France (+12.0%) and Belgium
(+10.2%), all three figures being up on those recorded the
previous year. The smallest increases, down on the figures for
the previous year, are expected in Ireland (+9.09), the United
Kingdom {+6.8%) and, especially, in the FR of Germany and
the Netherlands {+3.2%). The figures for the prices of crop
products in Germany and the Netherlands may even show a
slight fall.

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5. Energy — World production of crude oil and natural gas

World production of crude oil totalled 2 866 million tonnes in

1981, a fall of 6.6% compared with 1980.

The main features were the following:

— a significant decline in oil production in OPEC countries
{—15.6%), reducing their share of world production to
39.390, as against 43.79% in 1980; the following countries
in particular recorded a fall in production: Nigeria —33.296,
Libya —35.9%, lraq —669%, Kuwait —28.8% and iran
— 150,

— Worldwide:

— in Africa and the Middle East, a decline in production
(—22% and — 159% respectively). due mainly to the fall
in OPEC production;

— in America, overall stagnation, with a slight fall in the
United States (—19%) and a sharp drop in Canada
(—9.696), partly made up for by Mexico (+ 12.4%);

— in the Soviet Union, stable production levels, so that this
country continues to rank among the major world pro-
ducers;

— in the Community of Ten, a substantial increase in
production, mainly because of the development of British
deposits in the North Sea, bringing the Community’s
share of world production to 3.4%.

World production of natural gas in 1981 rose by 2.8% com-

pared with 1980 (1 546 billions m3).

All regions recorded a slight rise, except the Community of Ten

{—2.69). The United States remains the world’s largest pro-

ducer of natural gas (35.9% of total world production).

6. Coal supplies to power stations and coking plants in the
first haif of 1982

Coal deliveries to public power stations and coking plants
account for 86% of total deliveries and as such are a major
indicator of the state of the coal economy. It is of great interest
in this respect to compare the first half of 1982 with the
corresponding period in 1981, the overall picture being one of
a persistent crisis in the sector, despite certain contrary trends

— highly dynamic developments in some cases — in the
constituent elements (e.g. in the breakdown of supplying coun-
tries).

Closer analysis reveals that the increase in coal deliveries is
mainly due to stocks being moved from the producers to the
consumers.,

For the four producing countries in the Community, a compari-
son of the first half of 1982 with the first half of 1981 reveals
the following picture:

— supplies to power stations + 1.43 million tonnes

— supplies to coking plants + 1.35 million tonnes

From the end of December 1981 to the end of June 1982, the
situation as regards coal stocks was as follows:

— held by power stations + 1.49 million tonnes

— held by coking plants + 0.94 million tonnes

— pit-head stocks + 2.6 million tonnes

in other words, there was an overall increase in coal stocks
during the first half of 1982 of the order of 5 million tonnes (cf.
the production figures for Belgium and France over the same
period, 3.3 and 9.3 million tonnes respectively).

7. Community Trade With The ACP Countries

The ten countries of the Community imported a little over
16 milliard ECU worth of goods from the ACP countries in
1981. This is about 2.8 per cent of total Community imports,
and 5.4 per cent of imports from outside the EC. The Commu-
nity generally runs a trade deficit with the ACP — 1978 and
1981 were the only years since 1970 when exports exceeded
imports. West Africa was the Community’s largest ACP supplier
zone. This reflects the importance of the oil exported by Nigeria
and Gabon, the largest and third largest ACP suppliers respec-
tively. France, Germany and the Netherlands were the leading
importers from West Africa, taking between them over three
quarters of its exports to the Community. Central Africa, which
contains the second largest ACP supplier, Zaire, has Belgium,
Luxembourg and France as its leading EC customers. The
United Kingdom and Germany are the largest EC markets for
the other ACP zones.

The ten countries of the Community accounted for just over half
of the industrialised countries imports in 1980. The applicants
to the EEC. Spain and Portugal, take a further '3 per cent. These
proportions have hardly altered since 1975. On the other hand,
because of growing energy imports, the USA increased its
share between 1975 and 1980 by 3 per cent to 36.6 per
cent. The Community’s share would rise to 65 per cent and the
USA’s would fall to 15 per cent if trade in energy products
were excluded from the total.

The Community’share of industrialised countries’ exports to the
ACP rose from 53 per centin 1975 to just over 61 per cent in
1980.

8. Finances

Greece announced the devaluation of the Drachma by 15.5%,
effective as from 10th January 1983, and invoked a clause in
its Treaty with the EEC to try to hold imports of certain goods to
1980 level (The last pre-EEC entry year). The Drachma, not a
participant of the EMS, has floated since 1981 against the
main currencies.

In mid-December the US Fed cut the Discount rate from 9 to
8.5% and in mid-January 1983 the Central Bank of Nether-
lands has also cut its Discount rate from 5 to 4.5%. The above
events along with the further fall of Sterling to a new low of
1.6485 ECU in mid-January are probably the main features of
the financial scene during the last month.

The agreement, in principle, of the 10 biggest industrial nations
to raise the IMF’s total resources by at least 5090, may also be
mentioned.

1. Chémage :
1982

EUROSTAT évalue & quelques douze millions le nombre des
chémeurs inscrits auprés des bureaux de placement dans la
Communauté des Neuf a la fin du mois de décembre 1982.
(Comme le systéme d’enregistrement du chdmage a été modifié
au Royaume-Uni, il n‘est plus possible de calculer des chiffres
précis selon les modalités appliquées jusgu'd présent). Ce
chiffre correspond & un taux de chémage de 10.8% de la
population active civile.

Le probléme que constitue le chdmage croissant ne touche pas
seulement les Etats membres de la Communauté européenne,
mais aussi 'Amérique du Nord. Les enquétes sur les forces de
travail ont établi que le nombre de chémeurs est de 12 millions
aux Etats-Unis et de 1,4 million au Canada, ce qui correspond
4 un taux de chémage de 10.8% dans le premier cas et de
12.7% dans le second.

Une comparaison avec les données du mois de décembre
1981 met en évidence I'acuité que le probléme de la montée
du chémage revét désormais dans la Communauté. Le nombre
de chémeurs a augmenté de 16,7% dans la Communauté des
Neuf.

2. L'indice des prix a la consommation en décembre 1982

L'indice de prix & la consommation pour la Communauté euro-
péenne a progressé de 0.4% de novembre a décembre 1982.
Pour un certain nombre de pays on a constaté une diminution
(Danemark —0,5%, Pays-Bas —0,3%, Royaume-Uni —0,2%
et Belgique —0,10b). Bien que l'on ait enregistré de faibles
augmentations pour I'Allemagne et le Luxembourg, des hausses
beaucoup plus importantes ont été enregistrées en ltalie
(0.7%), France (0,99%) et Gréce {1,5%).

Le taux d'inflation calculé d’aprés I'indice de prix a la consom-
mation pour la Communauté en 1982 est de 9,5%, taux le
plus faible depuis 1978. Les plus faibles accroissements durant
Fannée 1982, c'est-a-dire de décembre 1981 & décembre

3. Indice de la production industrielle — Persistance de la
tendance a la baisse de la production industrielle au mois
de décembre 1982

L'indice provisoire de la production industrielle dans la Commu-
nauté s'établit & 114,6 (1975=100) pour le mois d’octobre
1982, restant — pour le cinquiéme mois consécutif depuis juin
— nettement en dessous du chiffre correspondant de I'année
précédente (—3,5%). Pour les dix premiers mois de 1982, la
perte de production enregistrée par rapport aux mémes mois de
1981 se chiffre ainsi & —1,19%, laissant escompter pour
I'ensemble de I'année 1982 une baisse de I'ordre de —1,5%
par rapport 8 1981 — dans 'hypothése ou Vactuelle tendance
a |'affaiblissement se prolongerait jusqu’en décembre —.
L'indice désaisonnalisé quant & lui n'a cessé de se replier
depuis sa chute brutale du mois de juin 1982, pour n’atteindre
en octobre que 111,1 {1975=100). Il est significatif que cet
indice est tombé depuis le mois de juillet en dessous de 112,56
(1975=100)}, niveau qui correspond a la moyenne de l'indice
pour l'année 13878.

L'évolution de la production industrielle dans les quatre grands
pays de la Communauté dégage cependant quelques tendances
moins sombres, notamment en France ou le mois d'octobre
1982 a fait apparaitre une hausse de 1,49 (par rapport au
mois précédent désaisonnalisé). En ltalie par contre, la produc-
tion a subi au mois d’octobre une nouvelle chute importante
(—3% par rapport & septembre}.

4. Agriculture — Indice CE des prix & la production des

1982 par rapport & I'année précédente, les prix & la production
des produits végétaux et ceux des produits animaux évoluant au
méme rythme. Ces chiffres ont le méme ordre de grandeur que
ceux enregistrés |'an dernier : entre 1980 et 1981, l'augmenta-
tion avait été de 11,4% pour I'ensembie des produits agricoles.
C'est en Gréce (+22,4%), au Luxembourg {+ 16,7%) et en
Italie {+ 16,7%) que la hausse des prix serait la plus forte. Pour
ces deux derniers pays il s’agit d'une accélération par rapport a
I'an dernier, alors qu'en Gréce on constaterait un tres léger
tassement.

6. Energie — Production mondiale de pétrole brut et de gaz
naturel

La production mondiale de pétrole brut pour I'année 1981 a
atteint 2 866 millions de tonnes. en diminution de 6.6% par
rapport 4 1980.

Les principales constatations sont les suivantes :

— important recul de la production des pays membres de
I'OPEP (—15,6%) portant la participation de ceux-ci dans la
production mondiale & 39.3% contre 43,7% en 1980;
avec en particulier les pays suivants : Niger —33,2%, Libye
—35,9%, Irak —66%:; Koweit —28,8%, Iran —15%.

— sur le plan géographique mondial :

— en Afrique et Proche-Moyen-Orient, baisse de la produc-
tion {—22%, —15%) due essentiellement aux pays de

6. Energie — L’approvisionnement en houille des centrales
électriques et des cokeries au cours du premier semestre
1982

L'ensemble des livraisons de houille aux centrales électriques
des services publics et aux cokeries, en couvrant 86% des
livraisons totales, constitue un indicateur significatif de |'état de
santé de |'économie charbonniére. A ce propos. il est trés
intéressant de comparer le premier semestre 1982 & la période
correspondante de 1981. L'étude d’ensemble révéle la pour-
suite de la crise du secteur, malgré les évolutions divergentes,
parfois trés dynamiques, des différentes composantes (comme
par exemple, la ventilation par pays de provenance de la houille
livrée). L'analyse révéle en effet que les hasses enregistrées
pour les livraisons résultent principalement des déplacements
de stocks des producteurs vers les utilisateurs.

— auprés des mines + 2,60 millions de
tonnes

La hausse totale des stocks de houille au cours du premier
semestre 1982 a donc été de 5 millions de tonnes, chiffre qui
peut 8tre aisément rapproché & celui de la production de la
Belgique ou de la France, pendant la méme période (3.3 et
9.3 millions de tonnes respectivement).

7. Commerce de la Communauté avec les pays ACP

Les importations des dix pays de la Communauté en prove-
nance des pays ACP furent légérement supérieures & 16 mil-
liards d’'ECUs pour I'année 1981. Ce montant représente 5,4%
des importations extra-communautaires. Si I'on excepte 1978
et 1981, la balance commerciale de la Communauté avec les
pays ACP a accusé un déficit depuis 1970.

L'Afrique Occidentale est dominante dans la répartition du
commerce par zones géographiques. Cette situation est due a
Iimportance des exportations de pétrole du Nigéria et du
Gabon, respectivement premier et troisidme partenaires com-
merciaux parmi les pays ACP. Les trois-quarts des exportations
de I'Afrique de I'Quest en direction de la Communauté se fait
vers 'Allemagne, la France et les Pays-Bas. L'Afrique Centrale,
incluant le Zaire, deuxiéme fournisseur des pays ACP, com-
merce principalement avec la Belgique, le Luxembourg et la
France. Le Royaume-Uni et I'Allemagne représentent le marche
communautaire le plus important pour les autres zones des
pays ACP.

Pour 1980, les importations des 10 pays de fa Communauté
représentent plus de la moitié du total des importations réali-
sées par les pays industrialisés en provenance des pays ACP,
quant 3 eux, les pays candidats & l'adhésion, Espagne et
Portugal, totalisent 3% de ce total. Cette répartition n’a pas subi
de changements significatifs depuis 1875. Ainsi, conséquence
de la croissance de ses importations de produits énergétiques,
les USA ont augmenté leur part relative de 3% depuis 1975
pour atteindre 36,6% en 1980.

Abstraction faite de ces importations énergétiques, la part de la
Communauté atteindrait 65% alors que celle des USA chuterait
4 15% pour I'année 1980. En ce qui concerne les exportations
vers les pays ACP, la part de la Communauté s'éléve & 61% en
1980 alors qu'elle n'était que de 53% en 1975.

8. Finances

La Grece a annoncé une dévaluation de la Drachma de 15.5%
prenant effet le 10 janvier 1983 et a invoqué une clause dans
son traité avec la CEE pour tenter de maintenir les importations
de certains biens au niveau de 1980 (I‘année précédent I'en-
trée dans la CEE). La Drachma qui n'appartient pas au systéme
monétaire européen (SME) flottait depuis 1981 par rapport aux
principales monnaies.

Mi-décembre la Banque fédérale américaine a abaissé son taux
d'escompte de 9 a 8,5% et & la mi-janvier la Banque Centrale
des Pays-Bas a elle aussi abaissé son taux d'escompte de 5 &
4,50%,

Ces faits s’ajoutant & la chute continue de la livre sterling vers
une nouvelle contrevaleur de 1,6485 ECUs & la mi-janvier sont
certainement les principaux événements de la scéne financiégre
durant le dernier mois. L'accord des 10 pays les plus industria-
lisés d'augmenter les ressources totales du FMI d’au moins
50% peut également étre cité,
